 2.  FINAL ACCEPTANCE AND PAYMENT TO EADS RELATING TO THE COMMUNICATIONS 

      SYSTEM:
Commissioner Hyder informed Commissioners that the Emergency Services Committee had agreed to 
finalize the contract for the purchase of the ACOM Digital Consoles being used as part of the Public Safety 

Communications System Project at a meeting held earlier in the evening, therefore she moved that 
Cumberland County be authorized to pay the last payment in the amount of two hundred ten thousand dollars 
($210,000.00) to EADS Secure Networks. Commissioner Sabine seconded the motion.

 9.  RESOLUTION 01-2011-6-REGULATIONS OF AMBULANCE SERVICES IN CUMBERLAND 

      COUNTY:

Each Commissioner was given a corrected copy of the Ambulance Service Regulations by County Attorney 
Randal Boston and Emergency Service Committee Chairman Hyder noted each change that had been made to 
the new document.  After discussion amongst the Commissioners regarding the residence of the Medical 

Director for the Ambulance Service, on motion of Commissioner Hyder, second by Commissioner Carter, 
moved to adopt resolution 01-2011-6 after item 7. Operating Base and Sub-Stations part F. is changed to 

read:  Each service shall have a Medical Director.  He or She shall be a practicing Physician in Cumberland 
County and he or she shall reside in Cumberland or an adjoining County and have current active Cumberland 

Medical Center (CMC) staff privileges.
The motion to adopt resolution 01-2011-6, regulating ambulance, convalescent, or invalid vehicles operating 
in Cumberland County, carried with Commissioners Houston, Hyder, Safdie, Hassler, Foster, Seiber, 
Koester, Allen, Carter, Harvel, Turner, Brown, Rimmer, and Cramer voting to approve the regulations for the 
Ambulance Service.  Commissioners Sabine, Presley, McNeil, and Lynch voted against resolution 01-2011-
6.  

10.  RESOLUTION 01-2011-7-TO VOID STAGE NAMING RIGHTS AGREEMENT OF AUGUST, 2010:

Commissioner Koester started a debate between Commissioners by stating his concerns of involving the county in litigation if the Stage Naming Rights Agreement for the amphitheater is rendered null and void.  The validity of the agreement between the county and Spirit Broadband, LLC was questioned by Commissioner Rimmer and Commissioner Lynch challenged the Stage Naming Rights Agreement as not being properly authorized according to the Financial Management Act of 1981 and the accounting laws of the State of Tennessee. 
On motion of Commissioner Sabine, second by Commissioner Rimmer, moved to grant County Mayor Carey and County Attorney Boston the authority to begin discussions regarding the August 2010 Amphitheater Stage Naming Rights Agreement with Spirit Broadband, LLC Representative Vince King, then report their findings about any possible changes to that contract back to the full Commission at the next regularly scheduled Commission Meeting. 

The motion permitting the County Mayor and County Attorney authorization to represent the Commission in discussions and/or negotiations in regard to the Stage Naming Rights Agreement of August 2010, carried with Commissioners Houston, Sabine, Hyder, Safdie, Hassler, Presley, Foster, Seiber, Koester, McNeil, Allen, Brown, Rimmer, and Cramer voting yes.  Commissioners Carter, Harvel, Turner, and Lynch voted against the motion.

The motion to adopt resolution 01-2011-9, to allot two thousand dollars ($2,000.00) to procure snow and ice removal equipment and supplies for county facilities, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.

COUNTY ATTORNEY REPORT:

In his monthly update County Attorney, Randal Boston informed the Commission that Cumberland County 

had received one lawsuit in the past month amending another lawsuit regarding opening an old road in the 

county.
EMERGENCY SERVICES COMMITTEE REPORT:

Chairperson Hyder reported that due to the number of emergency calls in the Pleasant Hill district, and on the recommendation of Fire Chief and Emergency Services Director Jeff Dodson, the Emergency Services Committee had agreed to move the ambulance servicing the Mayland district to the Pleasant Hill Fire Hall.
13.  NOTARIES:

On motion of Commissioner Cramer, second by Commissioner Seiber, moved that Randal R. Boston, Delta I. Cottrell, Scott Lansford, Lewis Taylor, Kendra S. Williams, and Ryan Williams are elected as Notary Publics for the State of Tennessee.

The motion to approve the notaries carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.
ANNOUNCEMENT; FIRST AND SECOND DISTRICT TOWN MEETING:

Commissioner Sabine announced that First and Second District Commissioners and Board of Education Members would hold a town hall meeting on January 25, 2011 at the Schools System Central Office.

COMMENT:

Addressing the Commission was Steven Frank who reported to Commissioners that upon checking county records, he found no evidence that Public Hearings Minutes involving the creation of the sewer districts were filed with Cumberland County Officials, which in his opinion violated the Open Public Records Law.
