A quorum being present, the Cumberland County Commission was opened in due form of law and the following proceedings were had to wit:

 1.  MINUTES OF JANUARY 19, 2016 MONTHLY CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION MEETING:
On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner Claflin, moved the minutes of the January 19, 2016 Quarterly Monthly Commission Meeting be approved, treat same as read, made a matter of record, and filed.

The motion to approve the Meeting Minutes carried by a roll vote of 17 ayes from the Commission with Commissioner Foster passing on the vote.

COMMENTS:

Mr. Tom Baker, owner of the Maranatha Mobile Home Park located on Sparta Drive in Crossville, addressed the 

Board to express the difficulty he was experiencing when taking residential or commercial trash to the county 
convenience centers.  He appealed to Commissioners to reconsider their fee structure and policies involving solid 
waste disposal for taxpayers.

2.  RESOLUTION 02-2016-1-TO EXTEND THE CUMBERLAND COUNTY RED CROSS LEASE AND 

     AGREEMENT THROUGH JANUARY 20, 2017:

On motion of Commissioner Hyder, second by Commissioner Hassler, moved to adopt resolution 02-2016-1.

The motion to adopt resolution 02-2016-1, to renew the lease and agreement between the Red Cross and 

Cumberland County for an additional one (1) year to expire in January 2017, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes 

from the Commission.
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3.  RESOLUTION 02-2016-2-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL PURPOSE SCHOOL FUND, NATIONAL 
     COMPETITION RESOLUTION, $3,000.00:

On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner Kinnunen, moved to adopt resolution 02-2016-2.

The motion to adopt resolution 02-2016-2, a budget amendment to fund travel expenses for the Cumberland County 

High School Cheerleading Squad to compete in the national championship in Orlando, Florida, carried by a roll call 
vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.

4.  RESOLUTION 02-2016-3-BUDGET AMENDMENT, CENTRAL CAFETERIA FUND BUDGET, $10,611.30:

On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner Kinnunen, moved to adopt resolution 02-2016-3.

The motion to adopt resolution 02-2016-3, a budget amendment for additional USDA funds designated to minimize charges incurred for storage and distribution of USDA foods from state contracted warehouses, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission
5.  RESOLUTION 02-2016-4-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, OTHER PUBLIC HEALTH AND 
     WELFARE, ANIMAL SHELTER, $2,280.00:

On motion of Commissioner Carter, second by Commissioner Rimmer, moved to adopt resolution 02-2016-4.

The motion to adopt resolution 02-2016-4, a budget amendment for donations received from various organizations and private citizens to fund part of the cost association with the operation of the Cumberland County Animal Shelter, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.

6.  RESOLUTION 02-2016-5-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, SHERIFF, JAIL/JUVENILE 
     SERVICES, $4,000.00: 
On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner Geisler, moved to adopt resolution 02-2016-5.

Before the vote Commissioner Claflin declared a conflict of interest as an employee of the Sheriff Department but avowed to vote on behalf of his constituents. The motion to adopt resolution 02-2016-5, a budget amendment for equipment replacement and repairs to the juvenile facility, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.

COUNTY OFFICIALS REPORT:
The statistics for the January 2016 tax collections from property tax, hotel/motel tax, ambulance services, prisoner boarding and local option sales taxes were summarized by the Finance Director Brock.

COUNTY ATTORNEY REPORT:

Since the County Attorney had presented the Board with a legal update in a closed session prior to tonight’s meeting, 

the Mayor inquired if there were more questions for Mr. Boston.  Commissioner Stone asked Attorney Boston to 

clarify if the Board of Education (BOE) proposed a change or addition of a policy to provide an employee 
benefit not currently offered and if that benefit had not been calculated for the full liability, could that action 

financially commit the county for future debt.  Attorney Boston responded that a change to a Board of Education 
policy would not obligate the County to provide a benefit to a School Board Employee.
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7.  ELECTION OF NOTARIES:

On motion of Commissioner Gibson, second by Commissioner Hyder, moved that Gordon M. Atchley, Reba D. Ball, Sandra H. Brewer, Joey T. Carlton, Karen Goldsmith, Pamela D. The motion to approve the notaries carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.
