A quorum being present, the Cumberland County Commission Meeting was opened in due form of law and the following proceedings were had to wit:
 1.  MINUTES OF JANUARY 22, 2013 QUARTERLY MONTHLY CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION 
      MEETING:
On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner McNeil, moved the minutes of the January 22, 2013 Commission Meeting be approved, treat same as read, made a matter of record, and filed.

The motion to approve the minutes of the January 22, 2013 Commission Meeting carried by a roll vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present. 
 2.  RESOLUTION 01-2013-1-TO AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR OF CUMBERLAND COUNTY TO SIGN A 

      PROPOSAL WITH TENNESSEE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION PROJECT NO. SPN: 18008-

      1217-14-FPN [S.R. 28 (U.S. 127) FROM NORTH OF I-40 TO NEAR LEGION ROAD] (SECOND READING):
On motion of Commissioner Presley, second by Commissioner Hassler, moved to adopt resolution 01-2013-1.

The motion to approve the second reading of resolution 01-2013-1, consenting to a highway construction project between the Tennessee Department of Transportation and Cumberland County, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.
 3.  SECOND DISTRICT COUNTY COMMISSIONER VACANCY:

Mayor Carey made the announcement that Robert Safdie had tendered his resignation as Second Civil District County 

Commissioner effective January 31, 2013 and he called upon Parliamentarian Harry Sabine to advise Board Members 
of the rules in regard to filling a vacancy on the Commission.  Second District Commissioner Nancy Hyder made 

known that her aim was to confer with former Commissioner Safdie to get his ideas and input on the prospective 

nominees before making her decision on whom to choose to serve as the new Second District Commissioner. 
Commissioner Lynch moved to declare the Second Civil District seat vacant and instruct the County Clerk to prepare 
a Public Notice (T.C.A. 5-5-111) directing interested candidates for the position to file their intentions with the 
County Mayor before a deadline of 4:00 o’clock P.M. on March 5, 2013.  He further moved to have the Clerk inform
Commissioners and News Media of the applicants names through the March 8, 2013 Agenda Packet with the first 

order of business at the March 18, 2013 Commission Meeting to be a discussion, interviews, and vote for a 
replacement for Mr. Safdie.  Commissioner Harvel seconded the motion which carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes 
from the Commission present.

 4.  RESOLUTION 02-2013-1-TO ALLOW COLINX TO APPLY FOR DEPARTMENT OF ECONOMIC AND 

      COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT FUNDS THROUGH CUMBERLAND COUNTY: 

On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner Turner, moved to adopt resolution 02-2013-1.

The motion to adopt resolution 02-2013-1, authorizing the County Mayor to execute and submit an application for 
funds to the Department of Economic and Community Development under the Tennessee FastTrack Infrastructure 
Development Program in the amount of $1,062,146.00 for site improvements and storm water infrastructure, to 
execute the necessary agreements with the Department of Economic and Community Development and other 
designated agencies to receive and administer such grant funds, and direct Environmental and Civil Engineering 
Services to develop a preliminary engineering report on the construction of site and storm water infrastructure 
improvements on behalf of Colinx, carried by a roll call of 16 ayes from the Commission present.
 5.  RESOLUTION 02-2013-2-TO APPROVE COLINX AGREEMENT BETWEEN CUMBERLAND COUNTY 

      AND THE CITY OF CROSSVILLE:       

On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner Brown, moved to adopt resolution 02-2013-2.

When Commissioner Foster posed questions about a signed contract between Cumberland County and the City of 
Crossville for the Colinx project, Commissioner Rimmer the Chairman of the Joint Economic Development Board, 
introduced City Clerk Sally Oglesby who affirmed that at a meeting held last week the City Council agreed to commit 
to ratifying the Colinx agreement between the County and the City if the arrangement successfully passes with the 
Commission.  Commissioner Lynch suggested that County Attorney Boston and City Attorney Kenneth Chadwell 
draft an Interlocal Agreement reflecting the terms and conditions of resolution 02-2013-2 which would require 
signatures from the County Mayor as well as the City Mayor and/or the City Manager to execute the agreement. 
The motion to adopt resolution 02-2013-2, accepting a proposal from the City of Crossville allowing the City to 

prepare an application on behalf of the County and serve as administrator of the Department of Economic and 

Community Development grant, the City and/or Colinx will provide all local match money; the City will bid the 
project with the contract being between the City and the contractor and pay all bills and prepare pay requests for 
signature of County Mayor, with reimbursements from the State to be made directly to Cumberland County and the 
County will reimburse the City for those costs submitted in the pay requests; the City will release the County for all 
liabilities and claims that generate from the project, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission 
present.  
6.  RESOLUTION 02-2013-3-TO AMEND INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT CREATING A JOINT ECONOMIC 

      DEVELOPMENT BOARD IN CUMBERLAND COUNTY, TENNESSEE:

On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner Lynch, moved to adopt resolution 02-2013-3.

The motion to adopt resolution 02-2013-3, which amends section 8 of the Interlocal Agreement allowing both the

Joint Economic Development Board and the Executive Committee of the Joint Economic Development Board 

to meet a minimum of four (4) times each year, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.
 7.  RESOLUTION 02-2013-4-TO APPROVE MECHANICAL INSPECTIONS OF RESIDENTIAL HOME 

      CONSTRUCTION:

Commissioner Rimmer moved to refer resolution 02-2013-4, regarding mechanical inspections of residential home 
construction, to the Environmental Committee for study and recommendations.  Commissioner Lynch seconded the 

motion which carried by a voice vote from the Commission present.
 8.  RESOLUTION 02-2013-5-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, $1,237.00, (OTHER PUBLIC 

     HEALTH AND WELFARE-ANIMAL SHELTER):

On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner Carter, moved to adopt resolution 02-2013-5.

The motion to adopt resolution 02-2013-5, a budget amendment resolution, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.

 9.  RESOLUTION 02-2013-6-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, $1,328.00 (LIBRARY):

On motion of Commissioner Carter, second by Commissioner Koester, moved to adopt resolution 02-2013-6.

The motion to adopt resolution 02-2013-6, a budget amendment resolution, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.

10.  RESOLUTION 02-2013-7-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, $5,788.00, (LIBRARIES):      

On motion of Commissioner Foster, second by Commissioner McNeil, moved to adopt resolution 02-2013-7.

The motion to adopt resolution 02-2013-7, a budget amendment resolution, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.

11.  AMENDMENT TO RESOLUTION 02-2013-8-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, $10,000.00 
       (TOURISM):     
After asking the Finance Director if the money donated from private citizens for construction cost of the Big South 

Fork Visitors Center could be put in the Capital Project Fund and hearing no objections from Director Brock who 
affirmed that funding for the project was not yet formalized; Commissioner Lynch moved to amend resolution
02-2013-8 by allocating the $10,000.00 budget amendment increase to the Capital Project Fund instead of Building 
Construction.  Commissioner Harvel seconded the motion to amend resolution 02-2013-8 which carried by a roll call 
vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.
12.  RESOLUTION 02-2013-8-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, $10,000.00 (TOURISM): 

On motion of Commissioner Carter, second by Commissioner Allen moved to adopt resolution 02-2013-8 as 
amended.

The motion adopting amended resolution 02-2013-8, a budget amendment assigning a donation of $10,000.00 to the 

Capital Project Fund, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.

UPPER CUMBERLAND HUMAN RESOURCES AGENCY:
In attendance at the meeting to make a presentation to the Commission on behalf of the Upper Cumberland Human 

Resources Agency was Mr. Randall Killman, the agency’s Field Operations Program Specialist.  Mr. Killman 

provided the Board with statistics of the number of people helped by the agency this past year through services and 

financial assistance.
FINANCE DIRECTOR REPORT:
The amounts collected in January 2013 from local option sales tax, property tax, hotel/motel tax, ambulance service 

fees and prisoner boarding were summarized by Finance Director Brock.

COUNTY ATTORNEY REPORT:

County Attorney Boston announced that after oral arguments in the Coley vs. Disorbo vs. Cumberland County case 
and after the disposal of the Smith Mountain Solutions, LLC case, only a few cases were left pending in the Circuit 
and Chancery Courts for Cumberland County. 
EMERGENCY SERVICES COMMITTEE AND HEALTH AND SAFETY STANDARDS BOARD:

Nancy Hyder, Chairperson for both the Emergency Services Committee and the Health and Safety Standards Board, reported to Commissioners that the reprogramming of the Kenwood Radios was improving the Emergency Services communications systems and after working eight to ten months to clean up a site on Prentice Street, the Health and Safety Standards Board had recovered their $800.00 cleanup fee when the property recently sold.

13.  ELECTION OF NOTARIES:
