 1.  MINUTES OF JANUARY 17, 2012 QUARTERLY MONTHLY CUMBERLAND COUNTY 
      COMMISSION MEETING:
On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner Carter, moved the minutes of the January 17, 2012 Monthly Commission Meeting be approved, treat same as read, made a matter of record, and filed.

 2.  RESOLUTION 02-2012-1-REGARDING EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICE RATES:

      FUNDING TO HOUSE STATE INMATES; AND/OR STATE OF TENNESSEE TO ASSUME 
      IMMEDIATE CUSTODY OF STATE SENTENCE INMATES: 
 On motion of Commissioner Presley, second by Commissioner Seiber, moved to adopt resolution 02-2012-6.

The motion to adopt resolution 02-2012-6, requesting the State of Tennessee provide Cumberland County with 

additional funding in the amount of $74.62 per day for the housing of state inmates, carried by a roll call vote of 
16 ayes from the Commission present. 
 8.  POLICIES AND PROCEDURES MANUAL OF THE CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMUNITY  

      COMPLEX:
After advising Commissioners that the Building and Grounds Committee had endorsed changes to the 

Cumberland County Complex Policies and Procedures Manual, Commissioner Harvel moved to accept the 

recommended revisions to the manual packet. Commissioner Cramer seconded the motion to modify the manual.

The motion to update the Policy and Procedures Manual of the Community Complex carried by a roll call of 16 
ayes from the Commission present.  
COUNTY ATTORNEY REPORT:
In his monthly report, Attorney Randal Boston disclosed that the County had one lawsuit set for trial in March regarding a road issue with another lawsuit pending in Chancery Court.    
DELINQUENT TAX COMMITTEE AND EMERGENCY SERVICES COMMITTEE:

Chairperson Nancy Hyder informed Commissioners the Delinquent Tax Committee had sold some property 

at their meeting held earlier in the evening with more property available for sale next month and as Chairperson 
of the Emergency Services Committee, Commissioner Hyder made known that new dispatch consoles were being 
installed, that work on the Campbell Station and Midway cell towers would begin next month, and that the 
Emergency Services Committee would be requesting forty thousand dollars ($40,000.00) to be budgeted in the 
upcoming fiscal year to create a First Responder Program.
BUDGET COMMITTEE:

Budget Committee Chairman Carmin Lynch disclosed to the Commission that beginning the second week of 

April the annual review process would begin for the 2012-2013 fiscal year budget.

BUILDING AND GROUNDS COMMITTEE:

Chairman Mike Harvel told Board Members that it was agreed upon by the Building and Grounds Committee at 
their last meeting to release the funds, that had previously been held in suspense until the company resolved the 
structure problems at the Jail and Justice Center, to pay Midstate Construction. 
COUNTY OFFICIAL REPORT:

A financial report was given by Finance Director, Nathan Brock detailing the rate of collections for Ambulance 

Service Fees along with Property, Hotel/Motel, and Sales Taxes for the past month.

STATUTORY COMMITTEE; REGIONAL PLANNING COMMISSION:

Advising that the Cumberland County Regional Planning Commission would begin a review of its regulations, 
Chairman Clyde Cramer told Board Members that their thoughts and comments would be welcomed in helping 
the Planning Commission revise their regulations.
SPECIAL RECOGNITION; SOLID WASTE MANAGER, TOM BREEDEN: 

Mayor Carey presented Solid Waster Director Tom Breeden with a certificate of appreciation to thank him and the entire staff at the Recycling Center for their efforts and hard work in marketing and promoting the importance of recycling in Cumberland County.

Joe Sherrill once again attended the monthly meeting to brief the Board on the status of the proposed Class III 
Landfill in Crab Orchard, Tennessee.  Mr. Sherrill advised that through work sessions the City was exploring the 

economic, scientific, and political sides of the permitting process before Triad Environmental Consultants and 

SCP Investments, LLC could construct a new solid waste landfill in Crab Orchard.
