 1.  MINUTES OF JANUARY 18, 2011 QUARTERLY MONTHLY CUMBERLAND COUNTY

COUNTY ATTORNEY REPORT:

The County Attorney advised Commissioners that the Supreme Court of the State of Tennessee had accepted the Smith Mountain Solutions, LLC case and would hear oral arguments on May 11, 2011.  Also Mr. Boston noted that two federal court cases in regard to the Cumberland County Jail had been dismissed.

BUDGET COMMITTEE REPORT:
Chairman Carmin Lynch, informed Commissioners that the Budget Committee had commissioned County 
Attorney Boston to draft a Private Act for presentation to the full commission that, if passed would increase the 
Hotel/Motel Tax from 5% to 7.5%.  Chairman Lynch further stated the Budget Committee had given Solid 
Waste Director, Mike Harvel authority to give a 30% tipping fee discount for specific compacted materials 
being hauled to the Class III/IV Landfill.  
ENVIRONMENTAL COMMITTEE REPORT:

Environmental Committee Chairman, Jeff Brown disclosed that the demolition landfill will be accepting 60 to 
100 tons of crushed ceramic tile per day, at a discounted rate, in order to speed up the time frame for the closure 
of the Class III/IV Landfill.
SCHOOLS AND EDUCATION COMMITTEE REPORT:

Robert Safdie, Schools and Education Committee Chairman reported the committee had a productive meeting 
last month discussing school issues and that the committee tasked Director of School Aarona VanWinkle to 
make a presentation at the next meeting to explain how the school budget is organized and how the money from 
the accounts are distributed. 

11.  NOTARIES:

On motion of Commissioner Cramer, second by Commissioner Carter, moved that Frances M. Atkins, Misty 
Bell, Michael R. Braman, Kevin R. Bryant, Angela Conatser, Bridget Cunningham, Kathleen E. Faulk, Michele 
D. Garrett, Andrea Sofia Marshall, Vanessa D. Myers, Wynnona Pelfrey, Lori A. Powell, Tammy R. Pugh, 
Carolyn Rodgers, Jimmie K. Sisco, and Monica Lea Walker are elected as Notary Publics for the State of Tennessee.

The motion to approve the notaries carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.
ANNOUNCEMENT:





Since three local employers were expanding their operations, Mayor Carey gave public notice that within the next thirty (30) days there would be two hundred (200) new jobs created in Cumberland County.  

Commissioner Roy Turner revealed that the county had received five (5) Automated External Defibrillators (AEDs) and in order to secure the Health Resources and Services Administration (HSRA) Grant the Cumberland County Emergency Services team needed 150 people to commit to becoming CPA certified.
