MARCH 17, 2014
Be it remembered that the Cumberland County Commission met in monthly session on Monday, March 17, 2014 at 6:00 o’clock P.M. at the courthouse in Crossville, Tennessee.  Present and presiding was Commission Chairman, County Mayor Kenneth Carey who called the meeting to order and invited Minister Ralph Reagan from the Bread of Life Rescue Mission to give the Invocation and members of the Young Marines were asked by the Mayor to lead the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America. A quorum being present, the Cumberland County Commission Meeting was opened in due form of law with Chairman Carey advising the Board that Resolution 03-2013-3, appointing Board of Equalization Members, that appeared on the March 2014 Agenda will be postponed until the April 2014 Commission Meeting.
 1.  MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 18, 2014 MONTHLY CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION MEETING:
On motion of Commissioner Knight, second by Commissioner Harvel, moved the minutes of the February 18, 2014 Monthly Commission Meeting be approved, treat same as read, made a matter of record, and filed.

The motion to approve the February 18, 2014 Meeting Minutes carried by a roll vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present.
2.  NEW BUSINESS; COMMISSION WORK SESSION WITH BUSINESS OWNERS:

It was suggested by Commissioner Presley that since small businesses make up the biggest work force in the City and the County, the Commission should schedule a work session with local business owners to explore ways to help them expand and create more jobs in Cumberland County.  Commissioner McNeil seconded the motion.  Commissioners Lynch and Rimmer made known that the function of the Joint Economic Community Development Board was to work with businesses and it was vital that committee meet regularly to qualify for grants under the Three Star Program.  When questioned by the Mayor about continuing with his motion, Commissioner Presley affirmed he would still prefer a vote be taken on the motion to hold a work session. 
The motion failed with fifteen (15) of the Commissioners present voting against holding a work session.  Commissioners Presley and McNeil voting in favor of a Commission work session with business owners.

 3.  RESOLUTION 03-2014-1-TO SUPPORT THE EFFORTS OF THE TENNESSEE GENERAL ASSEMBLY TO 

      HONOR OUR FALLEN HEROES AND THEIR FAMILIES BY NAMING STATE ROUTE 1 “THE GOLD 

      STAR FAMILIES MEMORIAL HIGHWAY”:
On motion of Commissioner Lynch, second by Commissioner McNeil, moved to adopt resolution 03-2014-1.
The motion to adopt resolution 03-2014-1, expressing Cumberland County’s support for state representatives to name State Route 1 “The Gold Star Families Memorial Highway” and the county’s willingness to erect two (2) appropriate signs on State Route 1 when funds become available, carried by a roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present.

 4.  RESOLUTION 03-2014-2-TO REQUEST THE STATE OF TENNESSEE TO REGULATE TRANSITIONAL 

      HOUSES/HALFWAY HOUSES:
On motion of Commissioner Hassler, second by Commissioner Hyder, moved to adopt resolution 03-2014-2.

Before a vote on the resolution, Commissioners Sabine and Lynch both concurred that the intent of resolution 03-2014-2 was a good idea; however both also agreed that Tennessee Legislatures would most likely recommend that the county implement zoning to monitor transitional housing.  Mayor Carey stated the objective of the resolution was to seek help from the state to create guidelines, regulations, and boundary rules for transitional houses or similar dwellings.  When the County Attorney was asked his opinion on the resolution by Commissioner Koester, Mr. Boston stated that if some sort of regulations or license requirements were imposed by the State then transitional housing or halfway houses would possibly have to meet certain criteria before qualifying for state funds.
The motion to adopt resolution 03-2014-2, requesting Tennessee’s Legislative body consider increasing regulations for Transitional Houses/Halfway Houses and establish a minimum of twenty five hundred feet (2,500) distance rule between Transitional Houses/Halfway Houses and residences, churches, child daycare, parks and other facilities frequented by the public, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present with Commissioner Sabine voting against the adoption of resolution 03-2014-2.
 5.  RESOLUTION 03-2014-4-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, LIBRARIES, $543.00:

On motion of Commissioner Hyder, second by Commissioner Rimmer, moved to adopt resolution 03-2014-4.

The motion to adopt resolution 03-2014-4, a budget amendment resolution for donations made for the use and benefit of the Art Circle Public Library, carried by a roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present.
 6.  RESOLUTION 03-2014-5-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, VISITORS CENTER, TOURISM, 
      $90,226.00:

On motion of Commissioner Carter, second by Commissioner Kinnunen, moved to adopt resolution 03-2014-5.

The motion to adopt resolution 03-2014-5, a budget amendment resolution for operation of the Visitors Center by the Chamber of Commerce, carried by a roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present.
 7.  RESOLUTION 03-2014-6-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, LOCAL HEALTH CENTER, 

     $52,748.00:

On motion of Commissioner Turner, second by Commissioner Harvel, moved to adopt resolution 03-2014-6.

The motion to adopt resolution 03-2014-6, a budget amendment resolution for funds received from the State of Tennessee Tobacco Settlement monies, carried by a roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present.
 8.  RESOLUTION 03-2014-7-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, COUNTY COMMISSION, 

      $707,500.00:

On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner McNeil, moved to adopt resolution 03-2014-7.

The motion to adopt resolution 03-2014-7, a budget amendment resolution for grant proceeds received by the County from the Tennessee Department of Economic and Development FastTrack Infrastructure Development Program to assist CoLinx, carried by a roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present.
COUNTY OFFICIAL REPORT:

Finance Director, Nathan Brock presented Commissioners with the February 2014 Revenue Report in which he 

detailed the amounts collected by the County from property taxes, hotel/motel taxes, Ambulance Service fees, 

prisoner boarding and local option sales and use taxes. 

COUNTY ATTORNEY REPORT:
County Attorney Randal Boston noted that he was continuing to work on the Renegade antenna issue and he would be meeting with the County Mayor soon to discuss the county’s options involving the pending Renegade lawsuit.

STANDING COMMITTEE REPORT; EMERGENCY SERVICES COMMITTEE:

At the meeting held earlier in the evening, Chairman Hyder reported that the Emergency Services Committee had 

received an update on the workings of the new third party billing system used by the Emergency Medical Services 

Department and that the Committee was exploring other available options to help with the collection of delinquent 
accounts.  Commissioner Hyder also advised that the Emergency Services Committee was considering holding 
another meeting within the next few weeks to review the Mayor’s research and recommendations for solving the 
troubles with the P25 radio communication system.   

ANNOUNCEMENT:
Commissioner Hyder invited the Board to attend the 2014 Career Fair sponsored by the Chamber of Commerce and the Career Technical Education (CTE) Department of the school system to be held on March 25, 2014 at the Community Complex.  She stated many local businesses and organizations were participating in the event designed to help eleventh grade students prepare for the workforce.  Also both Commissioner Hyder and Commissioner Harvel complimented Donnie Moody, Steve Lewis and the Complex Staff for their hard work on the exhibit building renovation project at the Community Complex.
