Present and presiding was Commission Chairman, County Mayor Kenneth Carey who called the meeting to order and invited Minister Tim Chesson from the Faith Worship Center to offer the Invocation and he asked members of the Young Marines to lead the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America. A quorum being present, the Cumberland County Commission Meeting was opened in due form of law and the following proceedings were had to wit:
 1.  MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 19, 2013 MONTHLY CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION MEETING:
On motion of Commissioner Seiber, second by Commissioner Mike Harvel, moved the minutes of the February 19, 2013 Commission Meeting be approved, treat same as read, made a matter of record, and filed.

The motion to approve the February 19, 2013 Minutes carried by a roll vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present. 
 2.  SECOND CIVIL DISTRICT COMMISSIONER VACANCY:

After Mayor Carey advised the Board of the voting procedure established by State Law to fill a vacant seat on a County Commission and after asking those in attendance if anyone else that resided in the Second Civil District wished to be considered a candidate and hearing none, the four (4) prospective Second District Commissioner candidates: Roy K. (Tom) Isham, Jack E. Miller, Caroline E. Knight, and Joseph B. Patton were nominated by Commissioner Sabine to fill the vacancy.  Commissioner Koester endorsed the motion which carried by a voice vote.

 3.  VOTE TO FILL SECOND CIVIL DISTRICT COMMISSIONER VACANCY:

Each nominee was afforded the opportunity to speak on their behalf before the Commissioners proceeded to cast their 
votes on paper ballots. Second District Commissioner Nancy Hyder stated her choice in the first round vote for a new 

Commissioner would reflect the involvement of former Second District Commissioner Safdie.  County Clerk Bryson 
read aloud the results of the vote in which Caroline Knight received twelve (12) votes from Commissioners Houston, 
Sabine, Hyder, Foster, Koester, McNeil, Allen, Carter, Turner, Brown, Rimmer, and Kinnunen.  Roy Isham received 
three (3) votes from Commissioners Hassler, Presley, and Harvel.  Joseph Patton received a vote from Commissioner 
Seiber and Commissioner Lynch voted for Jack Miller. Caroline Knight was elected by a majority of the Commission 
to serve as the Second Civil District Cumberland County Commissioner to fill the unexpired term of Robert Safdie 
until the next county wide election and was immediately sworn into office by County Mayor Carey and was seated on 
the Commission with full voting powers.   

 4.  STANDING COMMITTEES APPOINTMENT:
Commissioner Sabine moved the Commission appoint Caroline Knight to fill the vacancies on the Standing 

Committees previously held by Robert Safdie. The motion to seat Commissioner Knight on the Building and 
Grounds, Debt Management, Environmental, Rules, and School and County Education Committees was seconded by 
Commissioner Foster and carried by a voice vote. 
 5.  RESOLUTION 02-2013-4-TO APPROVE MECHANICAL INSPECTIONS OF RESIDENTIAL HOME 

      CONSTRUCTION:

On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner Brown, moved to adopt resolution 02-2013-4.

Commissioner Rimmer made the Board aware that the Mechanical Inspections Resolution had been reviewed by the 

Environmental Committee and although it was not recommended by that committee she encouraged Commissioners 
to ratify the resolution so future grants would not be jeopardized. Stating that even though he had supported building 
codes resolutions in the past, Commissioner Lynch made known that he would not be in favor of raising the cost of 
mechanical inspection permits because he believed the increase created a hardship for the construction industry in the 
county.  Noting that the State Fire Marshall’s office had started to enforce the State Law that already exists regarding 
Building Codes, Commissioner Brown said the question that needs to be answered is: does Cumberland County want 
to control who performs the inspections mandated by law or does the County want someone else to have control 
of enforcing the codes?
The motion to adopt resolution 02-2013-4, implementing the Mechanical Inspections of Residential Home 

Construction Building Codes and contracting with the City of Crossville to perform the Residential Building 

Inspections for an increased fee, carried by a roll call vote with Commissioners Houston, Sabine, Hyder, Knight, 

Hassler, Foster, Koester, McNeil, Harvel, Turner, Brown, Rimmer, and Kinnunen voting for the resolution.  

Commissioners Presley, Seiber, Allen, Carter, and Lynch voted against the adoption of resolution 02-2013-4.
 6.  RESOLUTION 03-2013-1-BUDGET AMENDMENT, SANITATION FUND, $969,000.00 (RECYCLING 
      CENTER):
On motion of Commissioner Hassler, second by Commissioner Presley, moved to adopt resolution 03-2013-1.

The motion to adopt resolution 03-2013-1, a budget amendment resolution, carried by a roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission with Commissioner Harvel abstaining from the vote.

 7.  RESOLUTION 03-2013-2-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, $95,824.00 (CIRCUIT/SESSION 

     COURT):

On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner Turner, moved to adopt resolution 03-2013-2.

The motion to adopt resolution 03-2013-2, a budget amendment resolution, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.

 8.  RESOLUTION 03-2013-3-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, $3,500.00 (SENIOR CITIZENS):

On motion of Commissioner Turner, second by Commissioner Hyder, moved to adopt resolution 03-2013-3.

The motion to adopt resolution 03-2013-3, a budget amendment resolution, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.

 9.  RESOLUTION 03-2013-4-TO REAPPOINT DAVID GIBSON AND GRANT THURMAN TO THE ADULT-
     ORIENTED ESTABLISHMENT BOARD FOR FOUR (4) YEAR TERMS TO EXPIRE APRIL 1, 2017:

On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner Turner, moved to adopt resolution 03-2013-4.

The motion to adopt resolution 03-2013-4, reappointing David Gibson and Grant Thurman as members of the Adult-Oriented Establishment Board for four (4) year terms, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.

10.  RESOLUTION 03-2013-5-TO APPOINT GREG A. WATSON, RONALD P. ERICK, AND JENNIFER MARIE 

       PHILLIPS AS JUDICIAL COMMISSIONERS FOR CUMBERLAND COUNTY, TENNESSEE FOR FOUR (4) 

       YEAR TERMS BEGINNING MARCH 18, 2013 AND ENDING MARCH 18, 2017: 

On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner Kinnunen, moved to adopt resolution 03-2013-5.

After preparing a Mutual Agreement that would require the signatures of the County Mayor and the Mayor for the 
City Crossville, Attorney Boston told the Board a copy of the agreement had been forwarded to the City Attorney for 
review before an application is submitted for grants through the Department of Economic and Community 
Development on behalf of Colinx.
