The motion to adopt resolution 03-2012-7, to accept the offer of Amelia Cunningham to pay $101.00 to 

purchase one (1) parcels of property owned by Cumberland County, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the 

Commission. 

COUNTY OFFICIAL REPORTS:

In presenting his monthly county official report, Mayor Carey revealed that he had appointed Trey Kerley to fill 
the vacancy on the Tansi Sewer Utility District Board.  Secondly, the Mayor explained that he had been attending 
meetings with former City Manager Curtis Adams and Interim City Manager Mike Turner along with current City 
Manager Bruce Wyatt for the past year in an attempt to move along the Big South Fork Visitors Center project 
without expense to the county.  The Mayor advised that as it now stands, the City of Crossville had approved 20% 
matching funds to build and to operate the facility.  Noting that two (2) bids on the visitor’s center project have 
been rejected due to the total cost being above the grant amount, the Mayor stated that a third bid has came in 
within budget and the architect has applied for and received TDOT (Tennessee Department of Transportation) 
approval on the third design.  City Manager Wyatt had contacted Mayor Carey requesting County Commissioners 
consider a resolution that would support the City and County operating the visitor’s center on a 50/50 basis which 
has been estimated to be one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000.00) per year.  According to the Mayor, County 
Finance Director Nathan Brock has been tasked to research and gather information about the annual operating 
cost for the visitor’s center and to determine what number of years the county is obligated to the project.  The 
Mayor went on to notify the Board that a meeting will soon be scheduled between the Big South Fork 
Superintendent, the Finance Director Brock and himself to see if Big South Fork officials have the potential to 
supply some monies for the project.
A monthly financial report was given by Finance Director, Nathan Brock to keep Commissions informed about 

the rate of collections for property taxes, hotel/motel taxes, ambulance service fees, and sales and use taxes.
COUNTY ATTORNEY REPORT:
Attorney Kevin Poore, a partner of County Attorney Randal Boston, was in attendance at the Meeting to be available to answer questions from the Board.

DELINQUENT TAX COMMITTEE, HEALTH AND SAFETY STANDARDS BOARD, AND EMERGENCY 
SERVICES COMMITTEE:
Giving a monthly report for the three (3) committees that she presides over was Commissioner Hyder who 
informed Board Members that the Delinquent Tax Committee Members had invited State Representative 
Cameron Sexton to attend their next meeting to discuss a bill that would soon be before legislators that could 
involve obligating a county to pay Property Owners Association (POA) dues against any delinquent properties 
they assume. Chairman Hyder also noted that Eric Ritzman was preparing a county map for exhibit in the small 
meeting room that would be helpful to the Health and Safety Standards Board and she praised Department Heads, 
the Fire Department and Volunteer Firemen, the Sheriff Department, Ambulance Services, Rescue Squad 
Members, City of Crossville Emergency Services, Dr. Mark Fox, Emergency Management Personnel and 
assistants for their service and teamwork during the recent tornado outbreak in northern Cumberland County.    
SCHOOLS AND EDUCATION COMMITTEE:

Commissioner Safdie made known that Director of Schools Aarona Vanwinkle and Board of Education Chairman Dan Schlafer addressed the Schools and Education Committee at their last meeting and presented a positive progress report on the new standards gain scores for the school system and the educators revealed to committee members that construction had began at the Pleasant Hill School with renovations to Pineview School to start soon.

STATUTORY COMMITTEE; REGIONAL PLANNING COMMISSION:

Chairman Clyde Cramer told Board Members that the Planning Commission was close to completing the work 
on the road list and he thanked Road Superintendent Scott Blaylock for attending meetings and helping the 
Committee get the road list in order.
SPECIAL RECOGNITIONS:
Commissioner Cramer informed Board Members that Dorothy Harrison, who had served as Ninth District County 
Commissioner from September 1994 through her retirement in July 2004 had recently passed away. 

Commissioners congratulated both the Stone Memorial High School Boy and Girl Basketball Teams for 
qualifying and competing in the Final Four State Basketball Tournament in Murfreesboro.
 9.  ELECTION OF NOTARIES:

On motion of Commissioner Hyder, second by Commissioner Harvel, moved that Peggy L. Allen, Vanessa L.

Richard Martin, a resident of the Eighth District appeared before Commissioners asking questions about certain 

line items in the 2011-2012 fiscal year budget involving the Road Department and State Retirement Funds for 
Commissioners.  Mr. Martin also questioned the validity of a county employee serving on the Budget Committee. 
Commissioner Lynch encouraged Mr. Martin to meet with the County Finance Director for answers to his budget
Questions and in regard to the fund balance.
