A quorum being present, the Cumberland County Commission Meeting was opened in due form of law and the following proceedings were had to wit:

1.  MINUTES OF MARCH 19, 2012 MONTHLY CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION MEETING:
On motion of Commissioner Cramer, second by Commissioner Harvel, moved the minutes of the March 19, 2012 Monthly Commission Meeting be approved, treat same as read, made a matter of record, and filed.

The motion to approve the minutes of the March 19, 2012 Commission Meeting carried by a roll vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.
2.  RESOLUTION 04-2012-1-BUDGET AMENDMENT, PRESERVATION OF RECORDS, (ARCHIVES)

     $2,500.00:
On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner McNeil, moved to adopt resolution 04-2012-1.

The motion to adopt resolution 04-2012-1, a budget amendment resolution, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.
3.  RESOLUTION 04-2012-2-BUDGET AMENDMENT, HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT, BRIDGE PROGRAM/

     CAPITAL OUTLAY. $25,000.00:

On motion of Commissioner Turner, second by Commissioner Harvel, moved to adopt resolution 04-2012-2.

The motion to adopt resolution 04-2012-2, a budget amendment resolution, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.

4.  RESOLUTION 04-2012-3-TO ACCEPT OFFER OF ERNEST KERLEY, III TO PURCHASE PROPERTY 

     OWNED BY CUMBERLAND COUNTY:

On motion of Commissioner Cramer, second by Commissioner Turner, moved to adopt resolution 04-2012-3.

The motion to adopt resolution 04-2012-3, to accept the offer of Ernest Kerley III to pay $100.00 to purchase two 
(2) parcels of property owned by Cumberland County, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission. 

5.  RESOLUTION 04-2012-4-TO ACCEPT OFFER OF JASON SIMPSON TO PURCHASE PROPERTY 
     OWNED BY CUMBERLAND COUNTY:

On motion of Commissioner Hassler, second by Commissioner Turner, moved to adopt resolution 04-2012-4.

The motion to adopt resolution 04-2012-4, to accept the offer of Jason Simpson to pay $260.00 to purchase three 
(3) parcels of property owned by Cumberland County, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission. 
CANEY FORK REGIONAL LIBRARY BOARD:
Sandra Purcell, a Caney Fork Regional Library Board Member attended the meeting at the behest of 
Commissioner Lynch to offer an explanation to Commissioners about why some services provided by the Caney 
Fork Regional Library Board were being discontinued in Cumberland County.  Mrs. Purcell explained that the 
proposed plan for reinventing regional library services was designed to add new services while deleting some 
existing services and the restructuring plan allocates more funding for the purchase of materials for local libraries, 
establishes a delivery system to facilitate the sharing the materials, expands technology support services, and 
creates framework through which small libraries can participate in a shared automation system.  Since the number 
of regional libraries will be decreased from twelve (12) to nine (9); Commissioner Lynch voiced his concerns 
about the State reducing their part of the funding for regional library services, however counties are required to 
remain compliant and sustain the maintenance of effort even though some library services will be eliminated or 
modified.  Art Circle Library Director, Susie Randleman was also present at the Meeting to help Mrs. Purcell 

answer Commissioners questions about library services.
6. WORK SESSION AND SPECIAL CALL MEETING REGARDING BIG SOUTH FORK VISITORS 

    CENTER PROJECT: 
Invited to the meeting at the request of Mayor Carey was Beth Alexander, CEO of the Crossville-Cumberland 
County Chamber of Commerce and Pepe Perron, a member of the Chambers Visitor’s Bureau who introduced Dr. 
Steve Morse, an Economist from the Department of Retail, Hospitality and Tourism Management from the 
University of Tennessee in Knoxville, Tennessee to supply the Commission with projections of tourist spending 
in Crossville and Cumberland County and an analysis of the Big South Fork Visitor Center. Dr. Morse stressed 
the impact tourism has on economic development and suggested the City and County promote their greatest assets 
which could provide more opportunities for growth in the future.  Commissioner Lynch reminded the Economist 
that the Budget Committee was interested in the business case of tourism spending.  Referring to tourist as 
temporary taxpayers, Dr. Morse noted that if not for tourism spending in Crossville and Cumberland County each 
household would pay three hundred forty-four dollars ($344.00) more in state and local taxes annually thus 
making his point that tourism dollars relieve local taxpayers of a portion of their tax obligations.  After the 
conclusion of the economic impact summary and Visitors Center analysis, Mayor Carey revealed that the funding 
spent to date on the Visitors Center project was one grant for one hundred ninety-six thousand dollars 
($196,000.00) which was used for partial property purchase and to provide road access, a second rural develop-     

ment grant awarded in the amount of twenty five thousand dollars ($25,000.00) was for architect fees, and 
a third grant that had been received totaling twenty thousand dollars ($20,000.00) was designated for tourism 
videos.

Finance Director, Nathan Brock confirmed that the lowest bid received for construction of the Visitors Center Project was firm through April 30, 2012 but legally the contractor is not obligated to hold the bidding price on the project past the end April 2012.  Attorney Boston revealed that he had reviewed the Big South Fork Outdoor Recreational Visitors Center Application dated June 8, 2003, the Local Agency Program Agreement with Tennessee Department of Transportation dated October 10, 2007, and the revised Local Government Guidelines for Management of Federal and State Funded Transportation Projects in his attempt to define the County’s obligations in regard to the Visitors Center Project but he had yet to review any documents that the Finance Director was trying to procure from the Federal Government.   
Commissioner Lynch wanted to clarify that if the five hundred ninety six thousand dollars ($596,000.00) grant is accepted by Cumberland County those funds are designated for construction of a visitor’s center and required a one hundred twenty thousand dollars ($120,000.00) match from the County but that grant was a separate endowment than from the previous three grants already received and used by the County.

Bruce Wyatt, current City Manager for Crossville, Tennessee affirmed to Board Members that the City Council still intended to partner with the County and fund up to but not to exceed one hundred twenty thousand dollars ($120,000.00) for matching funds for construction of a visitors center and provided the City Council will vote to support a contract with the county, the City will manage and operate the facility on a 50/50 basis, estimated to be approximately one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000.00) per year, up to a fifty thousand dollar ($50,000.00) maximum disbursement on Cumberland County’s part for the next (20) twenty years.
On motion of Commissioner Carter, second by Commissioner Koester, moved to allow the Mayor to arrange a work session between the Crossville City Council and the Cumberland County Commission relating to the financing and managing issues involving a proposed visitors center and schedule a Special Call Session of the Board of Commissioners pertaining to the Big South Fork Visitors Center project.  The motion allowing for a work session and a Special Call Session to be scheduled carried with a roll call vote of 12 ayes, 5 nays, with Commissioner Cramer absent from the vote.
COUNTY OFFICIAL REPORTS:

Mayor Carey revealed that the county’s website was recently hacked with all the data deleted but the records 

were in the process of being restored.   

Cumberland County Finance Director, Nathan Brock shared financial information with Commissioners on the 

collection rates of local option sales tax, hotel/motel tax, and ambulance service fees.   

COUNTY ATTORNEY REPORT:
County Attorney Boston advised Board Members that he would be representing Cumberland County in Chancery 

Court on April 24, 2012 at a trial relating to a County Road.
EMERGENCY SERVICES COMMITTEE AND DELINQUENT TAX COMMITTEE:
Commissioner Hyder, Chairman of both the Emergency Services Committee and the Delinquent Tax Committee, 

told the Board that at meeting held earlier in the evening the Emergency Services Committee was informed that 

a new radio communications antenna had been mounted at the Campbell Station Service Area and that it was 
projected that within the next six (6) weeks the other two (2) antennas would be installed and operational and the 
Delinquent Tax Committee had sold two (2) lots at their meeting prior to the Commission Meeting.
7.  ELECTION OF NOTARIES:

On motion of Commissioner Hyder, second by Commissioner Harvel, moved that Jennifer Baird, Bernice Beaty,
Frank B. Bohannon, Tracy L. Brown, Barbara Carpenter, Cynthia F. Davis, Valerie Hale, George E. Harrison, Rachel Hinch, Vicky Lay, Jeremy E. Norris, Angela Page, Janelle K. R. Poore, Vicky Scarlett, Sherrie D. Sebastian, and Linda Smith be elected as Notary Publics for the State of Tennessee.
 

The motion to approve the notaries carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission with Commissioner Cramer absent from the vote and Commissioner Presley abstaining from the vote.
