A quorum being present, the Cumberland County Commission was opened in due form of law and the following proceedings were had to wit:

 1.  MINUTES OF APRIL 20, 2015 QUARTERLY MONTHLY CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION 
      MEETING:
On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner Dyer, moved the minutes of the April 20, 2015 Quarterly Monthly Commission Meeting be approved, treat same as read, made a matter of record, and filed.

The motion to approve the Meeting Minutes carried by a roll vote of 17 ayes from the Commission with Commissioner Stone passing on the vote.

SPECIAL RECOGNITION: 

Mayor Carey requested those present to please join him in observing a moment of silence in remembrance of Mr. Garland Brown, a former County Commissioner and Property Assessor for Cumberland County.

 2.  RESOLUTION 05-2015-1-GENERAL PURPOPSE SCHOOL FUND, BUDGET AMENDMENT, BOARD OF 
      EDUCATION, SPECIAL EDUCATION FUND, $15,100.00:       

On motion of Commissioner Hyder, second by Commissioner Gibson, moved to adopt resolution 05-2015-1.

The motion to adopt resolution 05-2015-1, a budget amendment decreasing funds for substitute teachers and 
increasing expenditures for a new hire teacher along with physical therapy and medical expenses, carried by a roll call 
vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.
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 3.  RESOLUTION 05-2015-2-GENERAL PURPOSE SCHOOL FUND, BUDGET AMENDMENT, $19,550.00:

On motion of Commissioner Carter, second by Commissioner Kinnunen, moved to adopt resolution 05-2015-2.

Before a vote was taken on resolutions 05-2015-2 through 05-2015-5, Commissioners Hyder and Rimmer questioned the basis for the appropriated amounts in several of the general purpose fund resolutions.  Finance Director Brock offered clarification for many of the decreased and increased expenditures in the resolutions and went on to explain that most were year-end housekeeping budget amendments already approved by the Board of Education and the Budget Committee prior to be presented to the full Commission for consideration.  After noting that that title given the resolutions was incorrect, Commissioner Stone suggested that resolutions 05-2015-1 through 05-2015-5 be amended and referred to as “General Purpose School Fund Budget Amendments”.  

The motion to adopt resolution 05-2015-2, a budget amendment transferring funds to pay taxes and insurance for a 
Community Services Director and Cumberland County Quality Childcare Program (CCQCP) employees, carried with 
11 ayes from Commissioners Dyer, Hassler, Stone, Foster, Gibson, Davis, Lowe, Carter, Turner, Claflin, and 
Kinnunen.  Commissioners Scarbrough, Hyder, Isham, Wilson, Farley, Rimmer, and Geisler voted against the 
adoption of resolution 05-2015-2.

 4.  RESOLUTION 05-2015-3-GENERAL PURPOSE SCHOOL FUND, BUDGET AMENDMENT, $21,450.00:

On motion of Commissioner Hassler, second by Commissioner Gibson, moved to adopt resolution 05-2015-3.
The motion to adopt resolution 05-2015-3, a budget amendment transferring funds from Unemployment 
Compensation to resolve basic budgeting issues prior to the fiscal year 2015-2016 budget, carried with 11 ayes from 
Commissioners Dyer, Hassler, Stone, Foster, Gibson, Davis, Lowe, Carter, Farley, Turner, and Kinnunen.  
Commissioners Scarbrough, Hyder, Isham, Claflin, Rimmer, and Geisler voted against the adoption of resolution
05-2015-3 with Commissioner Wilson passing on the vote.

 5.  RESOLUTION 05-2015-4-GENERAL PURPOSE SCHOOL FUND, BUDGET AMENDMENT, $23,592.00:

On motion of Commissioner Hassler, second by Commissioner Foster, moved to adopt resolution 05-2015-4.

The motion to adopt resolution 05-2015-4, a budget amendment that transfers funds to pay a school system employee 
from a different line item, carried with 10 ayes from Commissioners Dyer, Hassler, Stone, Foster, Gibson, Davis, 
Lowe, Carter, Turner, and Kinnunen.  Commissioners Scarbrough, Hyder, Isham, Wilson, Farley, Claflin, Rimmer, 
and Geisler voted against the adoption of resolution 05-2015-4.

 6.  RESOLUTION 05-2015-5-GENERAL PURPOSE SCHOOL FUND, BUDGET AMENDMENT, $51,700.00:

On motion of Commissioner Gibson, second by Commissioner Foster, moved to adopt resolution 05-2015-5.

The motion to adopt resolution 05-2015-5, a budget amendment to transfer funds to resolve basic budgeting issues 

that should be alleviated in the 2015-2016 fiscal year budget, carried with 10 ayes from Commissioners Dyer, 

Hassler, Stone, Foster, Gibson, Davis, Lowe, Carter, Turner, and Kinnunen.  Commissioners Scarbrough, Hyder, 

Isham, Wilson, Farley, Claflin, Rimmer, and Geisler voted against the adoption of resolution 05-2015-5.
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 7.  RESOLUTION 05-2015-6-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, REGISTER OF DEEDS, $1,000.00: 

On motion of Commissioner Gibson, second by Commissioner Hassler, moved to adopt resolution 05-2015-6.

The motion to adopt resolution 05-2015-6, a budget amendment for the purchase of office equipment for the Register 

of Deeds office, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.

14.  RESOLUTION 05-2015-13-TO APPROVE USAGE AGREEMENT WITH GRINDSTAFF PROPERTY 

       MANAGEMENT, LLC:

On motion of Commissioner Gibson, second by Commissioner Isham, moved to adopt resolution 05-2015-13.

The motion to adopt resolution 05-2015-13, approving a five (5) year Usage Agreement between Cumberland County 

and Grindstaff Property Management, LLC for a fence located between the Charleston Plantation Apartments and the 

Obed River Park, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.

15.  RESOLUTION 05-2015-14-TO AMEND THE CONTRACT BETWEEN THE STATE OF TENNESSEE, 

       DEPARTMENT OF MENTAL HEALTH AND CUMBERLAND COUNTY, TENNESSEE:

On motion of Commissioner Hyder, second by Commissioner Hassler, moved to adopt resolution 05-2015-14.

The motion to adopt resolution 05-2015-14, to give authority for the County Mayor to execute the amended 
Government Revenue Contract #DA 45423_2015-2016_018 between the State of Tennessee, Department of Mental 
Health and Substance Abuse Services and Cumberland County, Tennessee through end date June 30, 2016, carried by
 a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.
COUNTY OFFICIAL REPORT-FINANCE DIRECTOR:

Cumberland County’s April 2015 tax receipts from property tax, hotel/motel tax, ambulance services, prisoner boarding and sales tax were summarized by the Finance Director, Nathan Brock.

COUNTY ATTORNEY REPORT:

With many impending issues involving the County, Attorney Boston expressed the need to hold a closed session with the Commission as soon as possible.  Board Members agreed to schedule a closed session for Tuesday, May 26, 2015 at 4:30 o’clock P.M. to receive legal updates from the County Attorney. 

DELINQUENT TAX COMMITTEE REPORT:

Commissioner Hyder advised the Commission they may be confronted with an upcoming matter involving mineral rights owned by the County.  She stated that it was discovered in the year 2011 that through time, Cumberland County had acquired one-half of the mineral rights on four thousand (4,000) acres in the Homestead Area and that back taxes owed on those mineral rights would be thirty-eight hundred dollars ($3,800.00).  Also, she noted that an individual has approached the Delinquent Tax Committee expressing an interest to bid to purchase those rights from the County on that acreage. 
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Commissioner Stone asked Chairperson Hyder to clarify the bidding process to purchase property at a delinquent tax sale.  Ms. Hyder explained that the notice of the proposed sale and original bid are to be published in the local newspaper for ten (10) days and if anyone, during the 10 days increased the original offer for the land by ten percent (10%) or more, the party making the first offer shall be notified and a meeting set when both parties can make counter offers.   The tract of land shall then be sold to the individual making the highest and best offer. 
EMERGENCY SERVICES COMMITTEE REPORT;

At a meeting held earlier in the evening, Commissioner Turner, Chairman of the Emergency Services Committee informed the Board that AMK Services, LLC had updated that committee on the installation progress of the P-25 Radio System.  Chairman Turner, along with help from Mayor Carey, reported the county had received a two hundred fifty thousand dollar ($250,000.00) Community Development Block Grant (CDBG), applied for after the tornadoes in the Isoline and Rinnie communities, and that emergency disaster grant was communication system specific.
BUDGET COMMITTEE REPORT:

Committee Chairperson Rimmer asked Commissioner to note a change to the Budget Committee Meeting schedule.  She said the May 21, 2015 Meeting was moved to Thursday, May 28, 2015 with the regular budget committee meeting to be held Tuesday, June 2, 2015.

Parham, Lakin E. Pennington, Debra J. Potts, Pam Spencer, Jo Thurman, Ella K. Turner, Hannah B. Turner, Anthony J. Weis and Denise E. Weis are elected as Notary Publics for the State of Tennessee.
The motion to approve the notaries carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.

On motion of Commissioner Carter, second by Commissioner Gibson, moved the May 18, 2015 Monthly Commission Meeting be adjourned at 6:48 o’clock P.M.
