A quorum being present, the Cumberland County Commission Meeting was opened in due form of law and the following proceedings were had to wit:
 1.  MINUTES OF MAY 20, 2013 MONTHLY CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION MEETING:
On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner Kinnunen, moved the minutes of the May 20, 2013 Commission Meeting be approved, treat same as read, made a matter of record, and filed.

The motion to approve the May 20, 2013 Minutes carried by a roll vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present. 
 2.  UNFINISHED BUSINESS: BIG SOUTH FORK VISITORS CENTER:

After Mayor Carey made the Commission aware the Crossville City Council had already ratified the Operations 
Agreement, Commissioner Foster moved to accept the Agreement for Operation of Visitors Center.  After Commissioner McNeil seconded the motion, Commissioner Sabine suggested the County Attorney review the contract and sign the document after approving the form of the agreement.

The motion to approve the Agreement for Operation of the Big South Fork Visitors Center between the City of Crossville, Tennessee and Cumberland County, Tennessee carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.
 3.  UNFINISHED BUSINESS: DOWNTOWN CROSSVILLE, INC.:

Building and Grounds Committee Chairperson, Sonya Rimmer informed the Board that Committee had agreed to present the construction easement right-of-way and initial contact documents from the City of Crossville to the full Commission for endorsement.
On motion of Commissioner Hyder, second by Commissioner Koester moved to adopt the Initial Contact and the Right-Of-Entry documents. 
City of Crossville representative, Sally Oglesby told Commissioners that before the construction project replacing utilities, water lines and creating storm sewers could be brought to bid, the Tennessee Department of Transportation required the City to seek approval of easements and right of ways from the County.

The motion carried with Commissioners Houston, Sabine, Hyder, Knight, Hassler, Presley, Foster, Koester, McNeil, Allen, Carter, Kinnunen, and Lynch voting to approve the Initial Contact and the Right-Of-Entry forms and authorize the Mayor to sign the documents necessary to begin the Downtown Crossville, Inc. project.  Commissioners Harvel, Turner, and Rimmer voted against adopting the Initial Contact and Right-Of-Entry with Commissioners Seiber and Brown absent.
 4.  RESOLUTION 06-2013-1-BUDGET AMENDMENT, SANITATION FUND, $206.00:

On motion of Commissioner Hassler, second by Commissioner Kinnunen, moved to adopt resolution 06-2013-1.

The motion to adopt resolution 06-2013-1, a budget amendment resolution, carried by a roll call vote of 15 ayes from the Commission present with Commissioner Harvel abstaining from the vote.

16.  RESOLUTION 06-2013-13-TO ACCEPT OFFER OF D. CHRISTOPHER MAUCH AND DEBORAH J. 
      MAUCH TO PURCHASE PROPERTY OWNED BY CUMBERLAND COUNTY:
On motion of Commissioner Hyder, second by Commissioner Kinnunen, moved to adopt resolution 06-2013-13.

The motion to adopt resolution 06-2013-13 carried with Commissioners Houston, Sabine, Hyder, Knight, Hassler, 

Presley, Foster, Koester, McNeil, Allen, Rimmer, Kinnunen, and Lynch voting to accept the offer of D. Christopher 
and Deborah J. Mauch to pay one hundred dollars ($100.00) to purchase one (1) parcel of property owned by 
Cumberland County.  Commissioners Carter, Harvel, and Turner voted against the adoption of resolution 06-2013-13

with two (2) Commissioners absent.  
RESOLUTION 06-2013-14-TO APPOINT TIM MARTIN AND MIKE HARVEL TO FILL VACANCIES ON 
THE CUMBERLAND COUNTY SOLID WASTE REGIONAL PLANNING BOARD FOR TERMS TO EXPIRE 

MARCH 2016:
Mayor Carey announced that resolution 06-2013-14 will be withdrawn for consideration at this time to allow the 
County Attorney time to research and clarify the structure of the Solid Waste Regional Planning Board.
17.  RESOLUTION 06-2013-15-TO APPROVE THE SALE OF CUMBERLAND COUNTY PROPERTY TO THE 

       CITY OF CROSSVILLE:
On motion of Commissioner Lynch, second by Commissioner Presley, moved to adopt resolution 06-2013-15. 
Once again Commissioner Sabine cautioned that the legal paperwork to sell the land and the building to the City 

needs to be reviewed and signed by the County Attorney before perfecting the sale.  Crossville Mayor J. H. Graham, 

III spoke to Board Member and verified that the City is aware that County Attorney Randal Boston holds ownership
to a portion of the real property on which the amphitheater is located and that after the City does a survey of the 
property, Mr. Boston has agreed to release the property to the City through a deed.  Mayor Graham also advised 
Commissioners that the City of Crossville had no problem upholding the current Spirit Broadband Amphitheater 
Contract.
The motion adopting resolution 06-2013-15 carried with Commissioners Houston, Hyder, Knight, Hassler, Presley, 
Foster, Koester, McNeil, Allen, Carter, Harvel, Rimmer, Kinnunen, and Lynch voting to authorize the County Mayor 
to negotiate the specific details and prepare the appropriate legal documents to effect the sale of County property 

consisting of three lots, the Amphitheater, and a building known as the Snodgrass Building to the City of Crossville 
with the proceeds from the sale to be deposited in the Debt Service Fund.  Commissioners Sabine and Turner voted 
against the adoption of resolution 06-2013-15 with two (2) Commissioners absent.

18.  RESOLUTION 06-2013-16-TO APPROVE PILOT (PAYMENT-IN-LIEU-OF-TAX) AGREEMENT FOR THE 

       INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT BOARD OF THE COUNTY OF CUMBERLAND, TENNESSEE:
On motion of Commissioner Foster, second by Commissioner Rimmer, moved to adopt resolution 06-2013-16.  

The motion to adopt resolution 06-2013-16, authorizing the Industrial Development Board to negotiate a Payment-In-

Lieu-Of-Tax (PILOT) Lease with Colinx and to enter into the PILOT Agreement for a term not to exceed ten (10) 
years following the completion of the distribution facility expansion project, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from 

the Commission present. 
COUNTY OFFICIAL REPORTS:
Mayor Carey made Commissioners aware that the Hub and Spoke Project Grant, the waste tire grant, and the Litter 
and Trash collection grant had all been approved in the past week and Finance Director, Nathan Brock presented the 
month of May 2013 revenue collections report to the Board. 
COUNTY ATTORNEY REPORT:
Since County Attorney Boston was not present at the meeting, his law partner Attorney Kevin Poore was in attendance to update the Board on recent court cases involving the County and to answer Commissioners questions.
DELINQUENT TAX COMMITTEE AND EMERGENCY SERVICES COMMITTEE:
Delinquent Tax Committee Chairperson Nancy Hyder reported to Commissioners that at a meeting held earlier in the 

day members of that Committee had rejected two (2) bids on property belonging to the county deeming the bids 

too low to accept and after a title search it was discovered that ownership of the Lake Tansi Horse Trail belongs to a 
Mississippi Company and not Cumberland County.  Chairperson Hyder also announced there will be a meeting of the 
Emergency Services Committee on July 2, 2013 to allow for discussions about the Medical Director Contract, the 
Renegade communications tower and a Request for Proposal (RFP) for a third party billing service to attempt to 
recover uncollected Ambulance Service fees.
AUDIT COMMITTEE:

Chairperson Rimmer made the Board aware the Audit Committee had met recently with the County Trustee and 

State Auditors to review recent audit findings.
19.  ELECTION OF NOTARIES:
On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner Rimmer, moved that Betty Bowman, Donna K. Carr,

Kellie A. Dodson, Warren Donnell, Mary Koch, Thomas E. Looney, Claudia Manning, Tina Sivley, Maggie Spicer,

James E. Thompson and Kelley L. Wood be elected as Notary Publics for the State of Tennessee.  
The motion to approve the notaries carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.
ANNOUNCEMENT:
The Mayor informed the Board that Representative Cameron Sexton had invited Commissioners to attend a dedication
of the Sergeant Morgan W. Strader Bridge on Highway 70, west of Crab Orchard, Tennessee on July 16, 2013.  Also Mayor Carey extended an invitation for Commissioners to attend a “Welcome Home Ceremony” at the Crossville Airport on June 24, 2013 for Marine Sergeant Christopher Hancock.
