COUNTY OFFICIAL REPORT:

A brief financial report was given by Finance Director, Nathan Brock detailing the percentages of Property 
Taxes, Hotel/Motel Taxes, Emergency Medical Service Fees, and Local Option Sales Taxes received by the 
County this fiscal year.   
EMERGENCY SERVICES COMMITTEE MEETING REPORT:

Emergency Services Committee Chairman, Nancy Hyder made Commissioners aware that the newly installed 

communications equipment was working better and that Metro Communications would soon begin their work at 
the Renegade site.  Commissioner Hyder also noted that the Budget Committee had challenged the Emergency 
Services Committee to prepare a RFP for private ambulance services to bid on operating the counties ambulance 
service but after consulting with Bill Sewell, from the State of Tennessee, Division of Emergency Medical 
Services and after thorough research by Committee Members, it was agreed upon by the Emergency Services 
Committee to have Cumberland County continue to operate the ambulance service.
BUDGET COMMITTEE REPORT:
Noting that once the Budget Committee receives the certified tax rate from the State, Chairman Carmin Lynch informed Board Members that it was the goal of the Budget Committee to have the 2012-2013 Fiscal Year Budget and Tax Rate finalized and prepared prior to the July 2012 Commission Meeting.

Mayor Carey welcomed several participants in the 2012 Class of Leadership Cumberland; a program sponsored by the Crossville-Cumberland County Chamber of Commerce, to the Commission Meeting and awarded Certificates of Appreciation to retiring Cumberland County Library Board of Trustees Members Julie Shanks, Sandra Purcell, and Joe Reynolds.  Mrs. Shanks and Mrs. Purcell were in attendance to accept their certificates and Rebecca Stone, Chairman of the Library Board of Trustees, accepted Mr. Reynolds certificate in his absence.
