A quorum being present, the Cumberland County Commission Meeting was opened in due form of law and the following proceedings were had to wit:
 1.  MINUTES OF JUNE 17, 2013 MONTHLY CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION MEETING:
On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner Kinnunen, moved the minutes of the June 17, 2013 Commission Meeting be approved, treat same as read, made a matter of record, and filed.

The motion to approve the June 17, 2013 Minutes carried by a roll vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present. 
COMMENTS:

Mayor Carey announced that three individuals had asked for the opportunity to address the Commission.  The first gentleman the Mayor introduced was Ed Camera from Colinx who updated the Board on the distribution facility’s building expansion project scheduled to break ground on August 1, 2013 and he thanked the Board for their cooperation in the advancement of the company.  Secondly the Mayor introduced Brad Allamong, the President and Chief Executive Officer of the Crossville-Cumberland County Chamber of Commerce who told Commissioners he was looking forward to meeting and working with each member on future projects.  Newly appointed Director of Schools, Donald Andrews was next to address the Board and he began by calling attention to Cumberland County Board of Education Members, Chairman Jim Blalock, Dr. Charles Tollett, and Vivian Hutson who also attended the meeting with him.  The Director advised the Commission that in order for the administration to achieve their goal of placing children as the highest priority, a new executive team had been formed consisting of Susan Honeycutt as Assistant Director over Human Resources, Rob Scarbrough as the Chief Financial Officer, and Dr. Rebecca Wood who will oversees curriculum, instruction, and accountability.
Andrew Benson was recognized by the Mayor and appeared before the Board to present members with an invitation to attend a bridge dedication ceremony on July 16, 2013 to commemorate Sergeant Morgan W. Strader.  Mr. Benson also acquainted the Commission with Sergeant Strader’s father, Mr. Gary Strader who also attended the meeting.  
2.  SUSPEND COMMISSION RULES:

On motion of Commissioner Sabine, second by Commissioner Koester, moved to suspend Commission rules to include a resolution in regard to right-of-way deeds and easements for the Downtown Economic Development Project on the agenda.

present with Commissioner Kinnunen passing on the vote.

 4.  RESOLUTION 07-2013-2-TO APPROVE LICENSE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE STATE OF TENNESSEE 

      DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENT AND CONSERVATION AND CUMBERLAND COUNTY:

On motion of Commissioner Foster, second by Commissioner Harvel moved to adopt resolution 07-2013-2.      

The motion to adopt resolution 07-2013-2, to approve the lease agreement between the State of Tennessee, 

Department of Environment and Conservation and Cumberland County to provide office space in the courthouse for 

the Ground Water Protection Staff, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.

 5.  RESOLUTION 07-2013-3-TO ACCEPT OFFER OF DORIS TOLLETT TO PURCHASE PROPERTY OWNED 

      BY CUMBERLAND COUNTY:

On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner Hassler, moved to adopt resolution 07-2013-3.

The motion to adopt resolution 07-2013-3, to accept the offer of Doris Tollett to pay two hundred dollars ($200.00) to 

purchase one (1) parcel of property owned by Cumberland County, carried by a roll call vote of 15 ayes from the 

Commission present with Commissioner Carter voting against the adoption of resolution 07-2013-3.  
 6.  RESOLUTION 07-2013-4-TO ACCEPT OFFER OF JASON SITTON, SONYA M. RIMMER, AND JAMES 

      STEWART TO PURCHASE PROPERTY OWNED BY CUMBERLAND COUNTY:

On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner Allen, moved to adopt resolution 07-2013-4.

The motion to adopt resolution 07-2013-4, to accept the offer of Jason Sitton, Sonya M. Rimmer, and James Stewart 
to pay one hundred dollars ($100.00) to purchase one (1) parcel of property owned by Cumberland County, carried by 
a roll call vote of 14 ayes from the Commission present with Commissioner Rimmer abstaining from the vote and 

Commissioner Carter voting against the adoption of resolution 07-2013-4.  
 7.  RESOLUTION 07-2013-5-AGREEMENT FOR A MEDICAL DIRECTOR IN CUMBERLAND COUNTY:

On motion of Commissioner Carter, second by Commissioner Kinnunen, moved to adopt resolution 07-2013-5.
The motion to adopt resolution 07-2013-5 carried with Commissioners Houston, Sabine, Knight, Hassler, Foster, 

Seiber, Koester, Allen, Carter, Brown, and Kinnunen voting to accept the Medical Director agreement between Dr. 

Mark Fox and Cumberland County.  Commissioners Presley, McNeil, Harvel, Rimmer, and Lynch voted against the 

adoption of resolution 07-2013-5 with Commissioners Hyder and Turner absent.  
 8.  RESOLUTION 07-2013-6-TO APPROVE EASEMENTS FOR THE CITY OF CROSSVILLE DOWNTOWN

      ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT PROJECT:

After making the Board aware that the City of Crossville needed the easements for the Crossville Downtown Revitalization Project approved, signed, and recorded to meet the legal requirements of the United States Economic Development Administration, Commissioner Sabine moved to adopt resolution 07-2013-6.  Commissioner Knight seconded the motion.  Before the vote, Commissioner Lynch asked that the record show that Board Members understand that an affirmative vote for resolution 07-2013-6 would be in support of the general purpose utility and landscape easements only between the City and County and not for the beautification phase of the project.  Also prior to a vote, the Commission concurred that the County Attorney should be allowed time to review and approve, as to form, the four (4) agreements for granting of permanent and temporary construction and access and public utility drainage and the one (1) warranty deed for the downtown project.
The motion to adopt resolution 07-2013-6 carried with Commissioners Houston, Sabine, Knight, Hassler, Foster, 

Seiber, Koester, McNeil, Allen, Carter, Brown, Kinnunen, and Lynch voting to authorize the County Mayor to 

execute all right-of-way deeds and easements for the Downtown Economic Development Project.  Commissioners 
Presley, Harvel, and Rimmer voted against the adoption of resolution 07-2013-6 with two (2) Commissioners absent.  
COUNTY OFFICIAL REPORTS:
Nathan Brock, the County Finance Director gave a brief report on the sales and use tax collections for June 2013. 
COUNTY ATTORNEY REPORT:
In his monthly report, County Attorney Boston informed Commissioners one lawsuit over ambulance service bills had 

been settled in the county’s favor and no notice of appeals had been filed in the Coley vs Disorbo vs Cumberland 
County court case.  Attorney Boston further advised there was a need to discuss other legal issues in a close session 
with the Board Members.

 9.  ELECTION OF NOTARIES:

On motion of Commissioner Carter, second by Commissioner McNeil, moved that Erika Atchley, Jo M. Faubert, Jeanne A. Geib, Carla M. Jones, Rita L. Kitchens, Joe M. Looney, Mary M. Qualls, and Teresa Weidner be elected as Notary Publics for the State of Tennessee.  
The motion to approve the notaries carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.

At 6:29 o’clock  P.M., the Mayor called for a brief recess of the meeting so Commissioners could conduct a closed session with the County Attorney to confer over pending litigation.

The motion to suspend Commission rules to add an item the July 2013 Agenda carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.

11.  COMMUNICATIONS ANTENNA ON RENEGADE MOUNTAIN:
Commissioner Sabine made a motion to authorize the County Attorney and the County Mayor to prepare and file 

condemnation action to give Cumberland County an easement to place communication antennas on a water tank atop

Renegade Mountain.  Commissioner Presley seconded the motion.

The motion to proceed with condemnation actions to obtain an easement carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the 

Commission present.

On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner Seiber, moved the July 15, 2013 Quarterly Monthly Commission Meeting be adjourned at 7:01 o’clock P.M.
