 2.  RESOLUTION 07-2012-1-FIXING THE TAX LEVY IN CUMBERLAND COUNTY, TENNESSEE FOR 
      THE FISCAL YEAR BEGINNING JULY 1, 2012 (GENERAL FUND TAX RATE $0.5800, GENERAL 

      PURPOSE SCHOOL FUND TAX RATE $0.5900, SOLID WASTE/SANITATION FUND TAX RATE 
      $0.1325, GENERAL DEBT SERVICE FUND TAX RATE $0.1950 FOR A COMBINED PROPERTY TAX 
      RATE OF $1.4975):

the Cumberland County Fair Association for specific dates.
On the recommendation of the Building and Grounds Committee, the motion approving Cumberland County to 

enter into an agreement to lease a portion of the Community Complex for ten (10) uninterrupted consecutive 

years to the Cumberland County Fair Association carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission 

present.
