A quorum being present, the Special Call Session of the Cumberland County Commission was opened in due form of law and the following proceedings were had to wit:
1.  RESOLUTION 08-06-2013-1-FIXING THE TAX LEVY IN CUMBERLAND COUNTY, TENNESSEE 
     FOR THE FISCAL YEAR BEGINNING JULY 1, 2013 (GENERAL FUND TAX RATE $0.5650, 

     GENERAL PURPOSE SCHOOL FUND TAX RATE $0.6250, SOLID WASTE/SANITATION FUND 

     TAX RATE $0.1125, GENERAL DEBT SERVICE FUND TAX RATE $0.1950 FOR A COMBINED 

     PROPERTY TAX RATE OF $1.4975):  
On motion of Commissioner Foster, second by Commissioner Hyder, moved to adopt resolution 08-06-
2013-1.

The motion to adopt resolution 08-06-2013-1, setting the Property Tax Rate at $1.4975 for the fiscal year July 1, 2013 through June 30, 2014, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.
2.  RESOLUTION 08-06-2013-2-MAKING APPROPRIATIONS FOR THE VARIOUS FUNDS, 
     DEPARTMENTS, INSTITUTIONS, OFFICES AND AGENCIES OF CUMBERLAND COUNTY, 

     TENNESSEE, FOR THE YEAR BEGINNING JULY 1, 2013 AND ENDING JUNE 30, 2014:
On motion of Commissioner Foster, second by Commissioner Sabine, moved to adopt resolution 08-06-2013-2.
Before taking a vote on the appropriations resolution, Commissioner Lynch advised the Board that the Big South Fork Visitors Center project was a capital project based on a reimbursement grant and that no funds were available in the proposed capital project to make initial draw payments to contractors.  He explained that as a result of this, the Budget Committee felt they had to put this capital project in the County General Fund to make cash available for the project.  Commissioner Lynch went on to state that he had personally spoken to the new Director of State and Local Finance, Sandra Thompson and her staff who suggested executing an Interfund Loan that would allow monies to be borrowed from either the Debt Service Fund or the General Fund to support a capital project.  Finance Director Brock, Budget Committee Chairman Sabine, Commissioner Harvel and Commissioner Lynch discussed whether to amend the proposed budget at this time to remove the revenue and costs of the capital project in anticipation of financing the project with an Interfund Loan.  After deliberation, it was the consensus of the Board to vote on the 2013-2014 Appropriation Resolution “as is” on this night but at the regular monthly Commission Meeting in August 2013 consideration would be given to a resolution and note that would authorize the county to execute an Interfund Loan Capital Outlay Note through which to finance the Big South Fork Visitors Center Project.

Commissioners Carter, Harvel, and Turner declared a conflict of interest before voting on the appropriations resolution but avowed to vote on behalf of their constituents.

The motion to adopt resolution 08-06-2010-2 carried with Commissioners Sabine, Hyder, Knight, Foster, Koester, McNeil, Allen, Carter, Harvel, Turner, Brown, Kinnunen, and Lynch voting to approve the resolution making appropriations for the various funds, departments, institutions, officies and agencies for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2013 and ending June 30, 2014.  Commissioners Hassler, Presley, and Rimmer voted against the adoption of resolution 08-06-2013-2 with Commissioners Houston and Seiber absent from the meeting.

3. ADJOURNMENT:

On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner Hyder, moved the August 6, 2013 Special Call Commission Meeting be adjourned at 6:12 o’clock P.M.

The motion to adjourn the meeting carried by voice vote from the Commission present.
