 1.  MINUTES OF JULY 18, 2011 QUARTERLY MONTHLY CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION 
      MEETING:
On motion of Commissioner Brown, second by Commissioner Presley, moved the minutes of the July 18, 2011 Quarterly Monthly Commission Meeting be approved, treat same as read, made a matter of record, and filed.

The motion to approve the minutes of the July 18, 2011 Quarterly Commission Meeting carried by a roll vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.

 2.  RESOLUTION 08-2011-1-TO SET CERTAIN SOLID WASTE COLLECTION FEES AND 
     ALLOWANCES:

On motion of Commissioner Brown, second by Commissioner Lynch, moved to adopt resolution 08-2011-1.
The motion to adopt resolution 08-2011-1, setting the tire disposal fees at $1.00 per car tire; on rim $2.00, 

$2.00 per semi tire; on rim $4.00, and $5.00 per tractor tire; on rim $10.00 and to adjust the current monthly 
tipping fee allowance for private carriers from 162 pounds to a new rate of 125 pounds per residential unit, 
carried by roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission with Commissioner Harvel abstaining from the vote.

The motion to adopt 
resolution 08-2011-5, authorizing the County Mayor to allow the limited usage of Cumberland County 
equipment by the City of Crossville as he sees fit, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.

      COMMISSION):

       COUNTY RED CROSS:

agreement between Cumberland County, Tennessee and the Cumberland County Red Cross.

The motion to approve the agreement allowing the County to lease rooms on the first floor of the Cumberland 
County Archives and Family Heritage Center located at 65 East First Street, Crossville, Tennessee to the 
Cumberland County Red Cross from June 20, 2011 to June 19, 2012 carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from 
the Commission. 

12. LEASE AND AGREEMENT BETWEEN CUMBERLAND COUNTY AND DOWNTOWN 
      CROSSVILLE INCORPORATED (DCI):
On motion of Commissioner Hyder, second by Commissioner Carter, moved to approve the lease and 

agreement between Cumberland County, Tennessee and Downtown Crossville Incorporated (DCI).

The motion to approve the agreement allowing the County to lease two rooms on the third floor of the 
Cumberland County Archives and Family Heritage Center located at 65 East First Street, Crossville, 
Tennessee to Downtown Crossville Incorporated (DCI) from June 20, 2011 to June 19, 2012 carried by a roll 
call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission. 

EMERGENCY SERVICES COMMITTEE REPORT:
Commissioner Nancy Hyder, Chairperson of the Emergency Services Committee told Commissioners the Cassidian Company would begin work the last of August with another company from Dallas, Texas to correct the wiring, antenna, and installation problems with the communication radios installed on emergency vehicles.

Chairwoman Hyder further noted that Emergency Services Director, Chief Jeff Dodson and Dr. Mark Fox were encouraged by the Emergency Services Committee to do a study on the feasibility of a county-wide First Responder Program.

Randall, Kimberly R. Smith, and Amanda Wilson be elected as Notary Publics for the State of Tennessee.

The motion to approve the notaries carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.

ANNOUNCEMENTS:

Mayor Carey informed Commissioners that the Building and Grounds Committee would meet in the near 

future to discuss the Animal Adoption Center and that the Health Department construction project has started  
with the projected completion date to be July 31, 2012.  The Mayor also announced that the Cumberland 
County Fire Department had received a piece of steel recovered from the New York World Trade Center site 
after September 11, 2001 that would be on permanent display at the fire department station next to the 
Community Complex.
Commissioner Cramer made known that the Redistricting Committee would be meeting again with State 

Comptroller Representatives on August 16, 2011 and Commissioner Rimmer noted the next Joint Economic 
Development Board Meeting would be held on August 22, 2011. 
Advising the Commission that the Cumberland County High School will be celebrating its fiftieth (50th) anniversary this year, Commissioner Hyder invited everyone to attend and/or participate in some way in the annual Homecoming activities for the week beginning September 12, 2011.

Environmental Committee Members, Commissioners Safdie and Brown, disclosed that at the committees last meeting several citizens had requested slower speed limit signs on Breckenridge Drive and that the committee was working with the State to determine if the Commission could set standards and make policies pertaining to speed limits.

COMMENTS:

Cyd Reide addressed the Commission seeking clarification on the status of the agreement between 

Cumberland County and All About Rescue and Fixin’, Inc. (AARF).  Building and Grounds Committee 
Chairman, Mike Harvel made Ms. Reide aware that due to changes in the AARF contract regarding the 
housing of the animal adoption and rescue center, the agreement with the AARF Corporation would be 
revisited at the next Building and Grounds Committee meeting.

On motion of Commissioner Seiber, second by Commissioner Lynch, moved the August 15, 2011 Cumberland County Commission Meeting be recessed for a few minutes allowing the County Attorney opportunity to provide the Commission with copies of the Fair Association Lease.
