 1.  MINUTES OF JULY 15, 2013 MONTHLY CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION MEETING AND 

      MINUTES OF AUGUST 6, 2013 SPECIAL CALL SESSION OF CUMBERLAND COUNTY BOARD OF

      COMMISSIONERS:
On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner Kinnunen, moved the minutes of the July 15, 2013 Commission Meeting and the August 6, 2013 Special Call Session of the Board be approved, treat same as read, made a matter of record, and filed.

The motion to approve the July 15, 2013 and August 6, 2013 Meeting Minutes carried by a roll vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present.

Cumberland County Junior Livestock Club Members Logan Adams, Jenna Beaty, McKenzie Davis, and Jacie Beaty

invited Commissioners to participate in their 9th Annual Junior Market Show and Sale to be held August 31, 2013 at the Community Complex.

2.  UNFINISHED BUSINESS:  BIG SOUTH FORK VISITORS CENTER:
Chairman Sonya Rimmer advised the Board that it was the recommendation of the Building and Grounds Committee and also the Crossville City Council to change the name of the Big South Fork Visitors Center.  Commission Rimmer moved to approve Mayor Carey send a letter to the Tennessee Department of Transportation (TDOT) requesting permission to change the name of the project, at no extra expense for the county, from Big South Fork Visitors Center to “Crossville-Cumberland County Visitors Center: The Gateway to the Big South Fork”.  Commission Harvel seconded the motion which carried with sixteen (16) of the Commissioners present voting in favor of the name change.  Commission Sabine voted against changing the name on the project.

 3.  BOND FOR CUMBERLAND COUNTY DIRECTOR OF SCHOOLS, DONALD ANDREWS:

On motion of Commissioner Foster, second by Commissioner Carter, moved to approve the Public Official Surety Bond of Donald Andrews, the newly appointed Director of Schools.

The motion to approve the Cumberland County Director of Schools bond carried by a roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present.

two (2) year terms, carried by a roll call vote of 14 ayes from the Commission present with Commissioner Sabine, 

McNeil, and Rimmer abstaining from the vote.

10.  RESOLUTION 08-2013-7-TO RE-APPOINT JOYCE RORABAUGH AS CUMBERLAND COUNTY 
       ARCHIVIST FOR A TERM TO EXPIRE SEPTEMBER 18, 2014:

On motion of Commissioner Hassler, second by Commissioner Turner, moved to adopt resolution 08-2013-7.
The motion to adopt resolution 08-2013-7, reappointing Joyce Rorabaugh as the Cumberland County Archivist

for a one year term ending on September 18, 2014, carried by a roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present. 
11.  RESOLUTION 08-2013-8-SETTING THE SPEED LIMIT ON THE COUNTY PORTION OF DEER CREEK 

       DRIVE LISTED ON THE OFFICIAL ROAD LIST OF CUMBERLAND COUNTY, TENNESSEE:

On motion of Commissioner Foster, second by Commissioner Hyder, moved to adopt resolution 08-2013-8.

When questioned by Commissioner Rimmer if others would be allowed to request a lower speed limit on their roads, Committee Chairman Commissioner Brown explained how the Environmental Committee had agreed that a request to set a speed limit on a Cumberland County road must first be made to Road Superintendent Scott Blaylock who would then present his recommendations to the Environmental Committee for consideration. 

Road Superintendent Blaylock made the Board aware that in order to make a speed limits legal and binding they must be approved by the Commission and the County would be responsible to pay for and furnish the speed limit signs. Commissioner Allen stated his wish was to create speed limit guidelines for the county and County Attorney Boston advised that the Environmental Committee and the Planning Commission were working together to comply with state statue to establish a set of  rules to remove the impartiality when setting speed limits on county roads.   A proposal to add a friendly amendment to the motion that would change the speed limits on all the county roads in the Deer Creek sub-division was discussed but because the other roads that would be affected by the change were not listed on the resolution, the amendment was rejected by Commissioners Foster and Hyder who had made and seconded the original motion.

The motion to adopt resolution 08-2013-8, setting the speed limit on the county portion of Deer Creek Drive at twenty-five (25) mph then direct the Highway Department to post suitable signs and instruct the Regional Planning Commission to document the speed limit on the Official Road List, carried with Commissioners Sabine, Hyder, Knight, Hassler, Presley, Foster, Seiber, Koester, McNeil, Carter, Brown, Rimmer and Lynch voting to adopt the resolution.  Commissioners Allen, Harvel, Turner, and Kinnunen voted against the adoption of resolution 08-2013-8 with Commission Houston absent.

12.  RESOLUTION 08-2013-9-AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF AN INTERFUND LOAN CAPITAL 

       OUTLAY NOTE NOT TO EXCEED $600,000.00:

On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner Lynch, moved to adopt resolution 08-2013-9.

The motion to adopt resolution 08-2013-9, authorizing the issuance of an Interfund Loan Capital Outlay Note in an 

amount not to exceed six hundred thousand dollars ($600,000.00) from the Cumberland County Debt Service Fund to 

the Cumberland County Capital Project account for the purpose of providing funds to finance the cost of the Big 

South Fork Visitors Center Project, carried by a roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present.

13.  RESOLUTION 08-2013-10-TO APPROVE AGREEMENT FOR IMPROVEMENTS ON CUMBERLAND 
       COUNTY PROPERTY BETWEEN THE CITY OF CROSSVILLE, TENNESSEE AND CUMBERLAND 

       COUNTY, TENNESSEE AND AUTHORIZE THE COUNTY MAYOR TO SIGN AGREEMENT:
On motion of Commissioner Koester, second by Commissioner McNeil, moved to adopt resolution 08-2013-10.

Sally Oglesby, the Crossville City Clerk, was in attendance at the meeting and verified that the Crossville City Council had already unanimously approved the agreement for improvements on county property.

The motion to adopt resolution 08-2013-10, to approve an Interlocal Agreement between Cumberland County and the City of Crossville for the Downtown Crossville, Inc. project for improvements on county property and option “B” for the courthouse plaza, carried with Commissioners Hyder, Knight, Hassler, Foster, Seiber, Koester, McNeil, Allen, Carter, Harvel, Brown, Kinnunen, and Lynch voting for the adoption of resolution 08-2013-10.  Commissioners Sabine, Presley, Turner, and Rimmer voted against adopting resolution 08-2013-10.
COUNTY OFFICIAL REPORTS:

The Mayor invited the Board to attend a Ribbon Cutting Ceremony on August 20, 2013 to celebrate the new addition to the Pineview School and he reminded Commissioners about the upcoming Tennessee County Commissioners Association (TCCA) Meeting. After presenting a brief report detailing the amounts of sales and property taxes received prior to June 30, 2013, Finance Director Brock noted that the collections received from local funding were above the Basic Education Program (BEP) funding formula. 

COUNTY ATTORNEY REPORT:

County Attorney Boston informed Commissioners that since there were no appeals in the Coley vs Disorbo vs Cumberland County court case it was a final matter and also the purchase of the building at the Recycling Center was complete. After the County Attorney expressed a need to meet with the Board in private, Commissioners agreed to schedule a closed session with Mr. Boston on September 16, 2013 at 5:30 o’clock P.M.

STATUTORY COMMITTEE REPORT:

Commissioner Rimmer, Chairman of both the Audit Committee and the Joint Economic Development Board stated there would be a meeting of the Joint Economic Development Board on September 9, 2013 at City Hall and Ms. Rimmer supplied Board Members with a copy of the Audit Committee Report for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2012.
14.  ELECTION OF NOTARIES:
On motion of Commissioner Hyder, second by Commissioner Harvel, moved that Melissa L. Atkinson, Sherrill Beard, Lisa L. Cox, Gerri Edwards, Cindi L. Ellinor, Adeline J. Eyanson, Teresa G. Graham, Vicki A. Hagan, Sue Hopper, Robin A. King, Kim A. Murray, Candi Parham, Penny J. Rhodes, and Joan Marie Woody be elected as Notary Publics for the State of Tennessee.  
The motion to approve the notaries carried by a roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present.

On motion of Commissioner Carter, second by Commissioner Harvel, moved the August 19, 2013 Monthly Commission Meeting be adjourned at 6:50 o’clock P.M.
