A quorum being present, the Cumberland County Commission Meeting was opened in due form of law and the following proceedings were had to wit:
 1.  MINUTES OF AUGUST 19, 2013 MONTHLY CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION:
On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner Harvel, moved the minutes of the August 19, 2013 Commission Meeting be approved, treat same as read, made a matter of record, and filed.

The motion to approve the August 19, 2013 Meeting Minutes carried by a roll vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present. 
COMMENTS:

Robert May, owner of East Tennessee Hydraulics, addressed the Board to explain that his business in Westel was 
expanding and he was seeking advice on how to purchase a parcel of property located in the Plateau Partnership 
Park.  The Mayor suggested Mr. May contact Chamber of Commerce President, Brad Allamong or Ray Evans from 

the Chamber of Commerce Economic Development Board to assist him in arranging a meeting with the Tri-County 
Authority of the Cumberland Plateau Joint Industrial Development Board that acts on behalf of Cumberland, Morgan, 
and Roane Counties and oversees the Plateau Partnership Park.  Mr. May thanked the Mayor and the Commission for 
their recommendations.    

2.  ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN OF THE CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION:

On motion of Commissioner Hassler, second by Commissioner Presley, moved to nominate County Mayor Kenneth Carey, Jr. to serve as Chairman of the Cumberland County Commission.

There being no other nominations, Kenneth Carey was elected to serve a fourth one (1) year term as Chairman of the Cumberland County Board of Commissioners by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.

 3.  ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN PRO-TEM OF THE CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION: 

Commissioner Harvel moved to nominate Commissioner Carmin Lynch to serve as Chairman Pro-Tem of the Cumberland County Commission with Commissioner Turner seconding the motion.  Commissioner Sonya Rimmer was nominated by Commissioner Lynch to serve as Chairman Pro-Tem and Commissioner Foster seconded that motion.  Commissioner McNeil moved and Commissioner Koester seconded the motion to nominate Commissioner Allen Foster as Chairman Pro-Tem. 
With no other nominations offered, each Commissioner was allowed to vote for the candidate of their choice.

Commissioners Sabine, Knight, Hassler, Presley, Foster, Harvel, Brown, and Lynch cast their votes for Rimmer.  Commissioners Hyder, Seiber, Koester, and McNeil voted for Foster with Commissioners Carter, Turner, Rimmer, and Kinnunen voting for Lynch.  After the initial vote several Commissioners verbally changed their votes to elect Commissioner Rimmer and Mayor Carey declared Sonya Rimmer the Chairman Pro-Tem of the Cumberland County Board of Commissioner to serve her second a one (1) year term to expire August 31, 2014.

 4.  CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION PARLIAMENTARIAN:

On motion of Commissioner Turner, second by Commissioner Hyder, moved to re-appoint Commissioner Harry Sabine as Parliamentarian of the Cumberland County Commission.

Commissioner Sabine was elected to serve as Commission Parliamentarian for a one (1) year term to expire August 31, 2014 by a roll call vote of 15 ayes from the Commission present with Commissioner Sabine abstaining from the vote.

 5.  BOND CHANGE RIDERS FOR CUMBERLAND COUNTY MAYOR KENNETH CAREY, JR., FINANCE 

      DIRECTOR B. NATHAN BROCK, AND TRUSTEE KIMBERLY J. WYATT:

On motion of Commissioner Hyder, second by Commissioner Knight, moved to approve the Surety Bond Change Riders for Public Officials Kenneth Carey, Jr., B. Nathan Brock, and Kimberly J. Wyatt effective September 1, 2013.

The motion to approve the bond change riders for Cumberland County’s Mayor, Finance Director, and Trustee carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.
 6.  RESOLUTION 09-2013-1-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, COUNTY COMMISSION, $1,850.00:
On motion of Commissioner Turner, second by Commissioner Seiber, moved to adopt resolution 09-2013-1.

Before a vote was taken Commissioner Lynch questioned the need for taxpayers to pay the dues for the Commission to participate in the Tennessee County Commissioners Association (TCCA) since the Board is already affiliated with the Tennessee County Services Association (TCSA).  Commissioner Sabine responded that the TCCA was a lobbying agent for Commissions across the State and provided members annual legislative updates.  Commissioner Koester agreed that the Commission should avail themselves to every necessary source of information that helps TCCA members make good decisions.  

Commissioners Sabine, Hyder, Knight, Presley, Foster, Koester, Carter, Turner, and Kinnunen voted in favor of resolution 09-2013-1, a budget amendment resolution for dues and membership to the Tennessee County Commissioners Association (TCCA).  Commissioners Hassler, Seiber, McNeil, Harvel, Brown, Rimmer and Lynch voting against adopting the resolution which failed to receive a majority of votes from the Commission.
 7.  RESOLUTION 09-2013-2-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, COUNTY COMMISSION, $2,000.00:
On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner Hassler, moved to adopt resolution 09-2013-2.

Mayor Carey called upon Commissioner Lynch who stated his belief that the language in Resolution 09-2013-2 was incorrect in view of the fact that the Building and Grounds Committee had unanimously recommended the approval of funds, not to exceed two thousand dollars ($2,000.00), to the Budget Committee for an updated appraisal of the Old Health Department building plus the cost for advertising the purchase, lease, or rent of the building.  Commissioner Rimmer noted that after Mayor Carey shared his research regarding the cost associated with a reappraisal, the Budget Committee made the decision to revise the budget amendment to not fund an updated appraisal of the old Health Department building but rather use the appropriated monies for advertising and/or marketing the sale of the building. 

Resolution 09-2013-2, a budget amendment resolution to provide funds for advertising and marketing the old Health Department facility on Hayes Street, carried with Commissioners Sabine, Hyder, Knight, Hassler, Presley, Foster, Koester, McNeil, Harvel, Turner, Brown, Rimmer, and Kinnunen voting to adopt the resolution.  Commissioners Seiber. Carter, and Lynch voted against the adoption of resolution 09-2013-2.
 8.  RESOLUTION 09-2013-3-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, LIBRARIES, $2,360.00:
On motion of Commissioner Hyder, second by Commissioner Foster, moved to adopt resolution 09-2013-3.

The motion to adopt resolution 09-2013-3, a budget amendment resolution, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.
 9.  RESOLUTION 09-2013-4-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, GENERAL SESSIONS JUDGE, 

      $31,440.00:
On motion of Commissioner Presley, second by Commissioner McNeil, moved to adopt resolution 09-2013-4.

Budget Chairman Sabine was asked by Commissioner Lynch to explain the job description and qualifications 
required to be a County Service Officer (CSO) and under what department head would the CSO operate.  
Commissioner Sabine deferred to Commission Harvel who serves as the Assistant Director of the Solid Waste 
Department to explain the community service program. Commission Harvel stated the program was designed for 
those individuals who owed delinquent fines to become accountable by signing up for temporary employment at a 
county government operation for a specific number of hours as a way to work off the past due fines. He also noted that 
a CSO would fall under the supervision and direction of the General Sessions Judge and the officer would be 
responsible for scheduling and keeping accurate records of the community service workers hours of service.

The motion to adopt resolution 09-2013-4, a budget amendment resolution, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.
10.  RESOLUTION 09-2013-5-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, LOCAL HEALTH CENTER, 

       $43,881.00:
On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner Harvel, moved to adopt resolution 09-2013-5.

The motion to adopt resolution 09-2013-5, a budget amendment resolution, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.
11.  RESOLUTION 09-2013-6-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, GENERAL SESSIONS JUDGE/   

       DRUG COURT, $50,000.00:

On motion of Commissioner Hassler, second by Commissioner Harvel, moved to adopt resolution 09-2013-6.

The motion to adopt resolution 09-2013-6, a budget amendment resolution, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.
12.  RESOLUTION 09-2013-7-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, PARKS AND FAIR BOARDS, 

       $55,801.00:
On motion of Commissioner Carter, second by Commissioner Turner, moved to adopt resolution 09-2013-7.

Community Complex Supervisor Donald Moody told the Board the energy conservation grant received from the 
Tennessee Department of Environment and Conservation provided for the county to pay a match of fifteen thousand 
dollars ($15,000.00) toward the grant with thirty five thousand dollars ($35,000.00) to be “in kind” labor provided by 
employees of the County Buildings Supervisor and possible Community Service Workers.
The motion to adopt resolution 09-2013-7, a budget amendment to recognize a grant from the Tennessee Department of Environment and Commerce for fifty two thousand eight hundred and one dollars ($52,801.00) and another grant from the University of Tennessee Family and Education Club for three thousand dollars ($3,000.00) for energy improvements at the Community Complex facility, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.
13.  RESOLUTION 09-2013-8-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, ELECTION COMMISSION/VOTER 

       REGISTRATION, $73,374.00:
On motion of Commissioner Foster, second by Commissioner Harvel, moved to adopt resolution 09-2013-8.

The motion to adopt resolution 09-2013-8, a budget amendment resolution, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.

14.  RESOLUTION 09-2013-9-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, SCHOOL RESOURCE OFFICERS, 
       $233,828.00:
On motion of Commissioner McNeil, second by Commissioner Hyder, moved to adopt resolution 09-2013-9.

Stating that since he had not seen the contract between the Board of Education and the Sheriff’s Department and with 

too many unanswered questions about the School Resource Officers (SRO) Program, Commissioner Lynch moved to 
table resolution 09-2013-9 until the program can be reviewed by the County Commission.  Commissioner Seiber 
seconded the motion to table resolution 09-2013-9.  Commissioner Foster asked the Finance Director and the County 
Attorney to clarification whether the county should increase the Sheriff’s Department budget to support the 
SRO Program or let the Board of Education (BOE) continue to contract directly through the Sheriff for the services 
provided by the Special Patrol officers.  Mr. Foster also questioned if there were maintenance of effort requirements in 
place that would bind the county to pay for the SRO Program in the upcoming years. Attorney Boston stated he had 
just recently received a signed copy of the contract between the BOE and the Sheriff’s Department that reads: the SRO 
Program has been established at the schools for the period beginning July 2013 through June 2014 and would renew 
automatically annually unless either party decides to terminate the contract by notifying the other party before the 
ensuing year.  Finance Director Brock advised that there must be an appropriation and a source to fund the SRO 
positions and that the BOE could use the same approach in the future to subsidize the program by contracting the SRO 
services through the Sheriff’s Department.  A full Commission work session to clarify the SRO Program was 
recommended by Commissioner Koester who asked the Mayor to make the arrangements and invite representatives 
from both the School and the Sheriff’s Department to attend.
The motion to table resolution 09-2013-9, a budget amendment resolution, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.
15.  RESOLUTION 09-2013-10-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, VISITORS CENTER 

       CONSTRUCTION PROJECT, $635,000.00:
On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner Carter, moved to adopt resolution 09-2013-10.

The motion to adopt resolution 09-2013-10, a budget amendment resolution, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.
16.  RESOLUTION 09-2013-11-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL CAPITAL PROJECTS FUND, VISITORS 

       CENTER CONSTRUCTION PROJECT, $1,235,000.00:
On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner Hassler, moved to adopt resolution 09-2013-11.

The motion to adopt resolution 09-2013-11, a budget amendment resolution, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.
17.  RESOLUTION 09-2013-12-TO APPOINT LARRY ALLEN, DONNIE BUTTRAM, SANDRA BREWER, 

       STANLEY HALL, AND JAMES PERRY AS MEMBERS TO THE ETHICS COMMITTEE FOR TERMS TO 

       EXPIRE SEPTEMBER 30, 2014 (AMENDED: TERMS TO EXPIRE AUGUST 31, 2014):

On motion of Commissioner Knight, second by Commissioner Harvel, moved to adopt resolution 09-2013-12.

It was pointed out by Commissioner Lynch that if resolution 09-2013-12 passes, Commissioner Larry Allen’s term of office would expire on August 31, 2014 however his term on the Ethic Committee would run through September 30, 2014.  Commissioner Brown suggested a friendly amendment that would change the expiration date of terms for Ethics Committee Members to August 31, 2014.  After a discussion between Board Members it was decided to permit the Rules Committee to re-evaluate the terms of office for the Ethics Committee. 
Commissioner Hyder, Knight, Hassler, Presley, Foster, Seiber, Koester, McNeil, Carter, Harvel, Brown, Rimmer, 

Kinnunen, and Lynch voted for the adoption of resolution 09-2013-12 appointing Larry Allen, Donnie Buttram, 
Sandra Brewer, Stanley Hall, and James Perry to the Ethics Committee for one (1) year terms to expire August 31, 
2014.  Commissioners Sabine and Turner voted against the adoption of resolution 09-2013-12.
18.  RESOLUTION 09-2013-13-TO EXTEND THE CUMBERLAND COUNTY RED CROSS LEASE AND 
      AGREEMENT THROUGH JUNE 19, 2014:
On motion of Commissioner Presley, second by Commissioner Rimmer, moved to adopt resolution 09-2013-13.

The motion to adopt resolution 09-2013-13, extending the Cumberland County Red Cross Lease and Agreement for 
an additional year that would expire June 19, 2014, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.  

19.  RESOLUTION 09-2013-14-TO EXTEND THE DOWNTOWN CROSSVILLE INCORPORATED LEASE AND 

       AGREEMENT THROUGH JUNE 19, 2014:

On motion of Commissioner McNeil, second by Commissioner Hyder, moved to adopt resolution 09-2013-14.
Commissioner Lynch told Commissioners his understanding was that Downtown Crossville, Inc. (DCI) wished to 
house their offices in the Snodgrass Building now owned by the City of Crossville and since the corporation worked 
for the benefit of the city, he offered a friendly amendment to lease the DCI office space on a monthly basis until they 
could find other headquarters. Commissioners Hyder and McNeil stressed that DCI is dedicated to the promotion of 
the entire county and that the organization continually provide valuable services and support for all of Cumberland 
County.  After more discussion between Commissioners about the DCI lease and agreement, Commissioner Harvel 

moved to table resolution 09-2013-14 until the Building and Grounds Committee could clarify if the Downtown 
Crossville, Inc. holds one or two leases with the County.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Rimmer.
The motion to table resolution 09-2013-14, the Downtown Crossville, Inc. Lease and Agreement, carried by a roll call 
vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present. 

20.  RESOLUTION 09-2013-15-RE-AFFIRMING CUMBERLAND COUNTY’S COMMITMENT TO JUSTICE 

       AND EQUAL TREATMENT FOR ALL ITS CITIZENS:
On motion of Commissioner Turner, second by Commissioner Knight, moved to adopt resolution 09-2013-15.

The motion to adopt resolution 09-2013-15, that Cumberland County re-affirms its commitment to the fair and equal 

treatment of all citizens, regardless of any status, socio-economic or otherwise, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes 
from the Commission present.
21.  RESOLUTION 09-2013-16-TO APPOINT NANCY HYDER, JOHNNY PRESLEY, MIKE HARVEL AND 

       CARMIN LYNCH AS MEMBERS TO THE FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE FOR TERMS TO 

       EXPIRE AUGUST 31, 2014:
On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner Seiber, moved to adopt resolution 09-2013-16.

The motion to adopt resolution 09-2013-16, appointing Commissioners Nancy Hyder, Johnny Presley, Mike Harvel 

and Carmin Lynch to the Financial Management Committee for one (1) year terms to expire August 31, 2014, carried 
by a roll call vote of 12 ayes from Commissioners Sabine, Hyder, Knight, Hassler, Seiber, Koester, McNeil, 

Carter, Turner, Brown, Rimmer, and Kinnunen.  Commissioners Presley and Lynch abstained from the voting on 

resolution 09-2013-16 with Commission Harvel passing on the vote.

22.  RESOLUTION 09-2013-17-TO ACCEPT THE RECREATIONAL TRAILS PROGRAM (RTP) GRANT:
On motion of Commissioner Carter, second by Commissioner Turner, moved to adopt resolution 09-2013-17.
Donald Moody reported that the Tennessee Department of Environment and Conservation will provide forty thousand 

dollars ($40,000.00) in grant funds that would be used to revitalize the trails and amenities at the Obed River Park and 
that county personnel would partner with other organizations to provide the in-kind labor match required for the grant. 

The motion to adopt resolution 09-2013-17, accepting the Recreational Trails Program Grant for improvements at the 

Obed River Park, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.
COUNTY OFFICIAL REPORTS:

Commissioners received a brief report from Finance Director Brock on the revenue collections from August 2013 and he noted he was working with the City of Crossville staff, the Tennessee Department of Revenue, and the school system to create a way to distribute the local portion of the mixed drink tax to the eligible school districts. 
COUNTY ATTORNEY REPORT:

The County Attorney stated he had investigated the mixed drink tax provision in the past and Mr. Boston said he would revisit his research and share the information with the Commission if needed.

EMERGENCY SERVICES COMMITTEE AND HEALTH AND SAFETY STANDARDS BOARD:

Nancy Hyder, Chairperson for both the Emergency Services Committee and the Health and Safety Standards Board, reported to Commissioners that the Emergency Service Committee had given Mayor Carey the authority to apply for a    Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) for two hundred fifty thousand dollars ($250,000.000) to go toward the communication system and that a property located in Breckenridge was now owned by a financial institution  which allows the Health and Safety Standards Board and the County Attorney to begin the necessary steps to clear up the issues with that property.
23.  ELECTION OF NOTARIES:
On motion of Commissioner Hyder, second by Commissioner Rimmer, moved that Paula Abner, Janie L. Burgess,
Judi F. Caruthers, Jerry Harris, Vickie Goss Hodge, Shelly Martin, Shirley McClellan, Leah M. Rigsby, Pamela L. Shields, and Rhonda D. Terry be elected as Notary Publics for the State of Tennessee.  
The motion to approve the notaries carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.
ANNOUNCEMENT:

Commission Turner announced that Brothers Keepers, a charter motorcycle club made up of firefighters, would hold a benefit at the Community Complex on September 20th and September 21st, 2013 to raise funds to support the local Salvation Army.
24. ADJOURNMENT:

On motion of Commissioner Carter, second by Commissioner Turner, moved the September 16, 2013 Monthly Commission Meeting be adjourned at 7:25 o’clock P.M.
