A quorum being present, the Cumberland County Commission Meeting was opened in due form of law and the following proceedings were had to wit:
 1.  MINUTES OF AUGUST 20, 2012 MONTHLY CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION MEETING:
On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner Seiber, moved the minutes of the August 20, 2012 Monthly Commission Meeting be approved, treat same as read, made a matter of record, and filed.

The motion to approve the minutes of the August 20, 2012 Commission Meeting carried by a roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present.
 2.  ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN OF THE CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION:

On motion of Commissioner Hassler, second by Commissioner Presley, moved to nominate County Mayor Kenneth Carey, Jr. to serve as Chairman of the Cumberland County Commission.

There being no other nominations, Kenneth Carey was elected to serve as Chairman of the Cumberland County Board of Commissioners for a third one (1) year term by a roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present.

 3.  ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN PRO-TEM OF THE CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION: 

On motion of Commissioner Koester, second by Commissioner Houston, moved to nominate Commissioner Harry Sabine to serve as Chairman Pro-Tem of the Cumberland County Commission.

On motion of Commissioner Seiber, second by Commissioner Hassler, moved to nominate Commissioner Sonya Rimmer to serve as Chairman Pro-Tem of the Cumberland County Commission.
With no other nominations offered, each Commissioner was allowed to vote for the candidate of their choice.

Commissioners Sabine, Hyder, Safdie, Hassler, Presley, Foster, Seiber, Allen, Carter, Harvel, Turner, Brown, and Kinnunen cast their votes for Rimmer.  Commissioners Houston, Koester, and Lynch voted for Sabine.  Commissioner Rimmer abstained from the vote.  Sonya Rimmer was elected to serve as Chairman Pro-Tem of the Cumberland County Board of Commissioners for a one (1) year term to expire August 31, 2013.

 4.  CUMBERLAND COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS COMMITTEES:

On motion of Commissioner Koester, second by Commissioner Rimmer, moved to approve the Cumberland County Board of Standing Committees and Statutory Committees after amending the list to include Sonya Rimmer on the Audit Committee instead of Jeff Brown and adding John Kinnunen as a member to the Debt Management Committee in place of Carmin Lynch.
The motion to approve the corrected Standing and Statutory Committees carried by a roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present.

 5.  CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION PARLIAMENTARIAN:

On motion of Commissioner Carter, second by Commissioner Presley, moved to appoint Commissioner Harry Sabine as Parliamentarian of the Cumberland County Commission.

Commissioner Sabine was elected to serve as Commission Parliamentarian for a one (1) year term to expire August 31, 2013 by a roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present.

 6.  ASSESSOR OF PROPERTY BOND:  

On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner Turner, moved to approve the four (4) year Public Official Surety Bond of Assessor of Property, David Simcox.

Finance Director, Nathan Brock updated Commissioners on the amounts of sales and use taxes, property taxes, 
and hotel/motel taxes the County had received in the month of August and he reported that recent payments 
collected from the Federal Government are clearing part of the payments that are past due from Medicare for the 

Ambulance Service. 
EMERGENCY SERVICES COMMITTEE MEETING REPORT:

Chairman Nancy Hyder gave the monthly Emergency Services Committee Report advising the Commission that 
work was to begin on the communications tower at Renegade and she along with Commissioners Carter and 

Turner expressed their thanks to the Emergency Service Personnel, the volunteers, and the donors who gave time 
and money to help plan and construct a September 11, 2001 Memorial located at the Cumberland County Fire 
Hall on Livingston Road with the site designed to display a commemorative steel beam recovered from the New 
York World Trade Center.

SPECIAL RECOGNITIONS:

The Mayor made the Board aware that the Cumberland County Solid Waste Department had won the 2012 Governors Environmental Stewardship Award for their outstanding achievements in the category of “excellence in material management” and Commissioner Hyder stated the Homestead Elementary School and the Stone Memorial High School were both chosen by the Tennessee Department of Education (TDOE) as a 2012 Rewards School for being two of the highest-performing schools in the state.
