Be it remembered that the Cumberland County Commission met in monthly session on Monday, September 19, 2016 at the courthouse in Crossville, Tennessee.  Sheriff Casey Cox called the meeting to order at 6:00 o’clock P.M.  Present and presiding was Commission Chairman, County Mayor Kenneth Carey, Jr. who invited Kirk Kirkeminde from the Bread of Life Ministries to give the Invocation and Commissioner Terry Carter was asked by the Mayor to lead the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America.  Also present at the meeting were County Clerk Jule Bryson, County Attorney Randal Boston, Finance Director Nathan Brock, and the following County Commissioners:

A quorum being present, the Cumberland County Commission was opened in due form of law and the following proceedings were had to wit:

 1.  MINUTES OF AUGUST 15, 2016 MONTHLY CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION MEETING 

      AND MINUTES OF AUGUST 16, 2016 SPECIAL CALL SESSIONS OF THE CUMBERLAND COUNTY 
      COMMISSION:

On motion of Commissioner Gibson, second by Commissioner Claflin, moved the minutes of the August 15, 2016 Monthly Commission Meeting and the minutes of the August 16, 2016 Special Call Session be approved, treat same as read, made a matter of record, and filed.

The motion to approve the meeting minutes carried by a roll vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.

COMMENTS:

The Mayor advised that several people had contacted his office requesting to speak to the Commission on this night.  The first two people to address the Board were Phil and Deb Birdsall of Fairfield Glade, Tennessee who requested the county’s help to provide street lighting on 3.3 miles of highway from Firetower Road to the entrance of Fairfield Glade with the goal to make travel along Peavine Road safer for drivers.  The couple advised grants could be pursued while the Peavine Road widening project is ongoing and they provided information about a Volunteer Energy Cooperative Program that would allow the county to pay back the project over time.  Next to speak was Linda Clark of Crossville, Tennessee who voiced her displeasure about the proposed wind farm and the fact there are no guidelines or protections in place to prevent the project from inflicting harm upon the county.  Ms. Clark went on to request the Commission instruct the County Attorney to begin reviewing ordinances that would preserve the safety and welfare of Cumberland County residents.  Mary Kopmeier, another resident from Fairfield Glade and a retire speech, language and hearing specialist, warned about the serious impact of the infrasound created by the wind turbines and she also called for regulations to be established by the State to protect human and wildlife health from environmental noises.
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Ozone, Tennessee resident, Dr. Paul Park, expressed his concerns about the wind turbines effects on the people and animals in the surrounding area of the wind farm.  He suggested the Commission request the County Board of Health do an evidence study of industrial wind turbines effects on general health.  He further called for the Health Board to report their finding back to the Commission so that rules and regulation may be established as may be necessary to appropriately protect the citizens of Cumberland County from the consequences of the Apex Wind Farm project.  Lastly Jean Cheely of Crossville voiced her fears about the water issues revolving around the wind farm project and the fact that wind turbines are an unregulated industry.  Ms. Cheely urged the Board to convince the Tennessee Department of Environment and Conservation to step up and protect the waters of the State.

 2.  ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN OF THE CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION:

Commissioner Hassler nominated County Mayor Kenneth Carey, Jr. to serve as Chairman of the Cumberland County Commission with Commissioner Isham seconding the nomination.

There being no other nominations, Kenneth Carey, Jr. was elected to serve another one (1) year term as Chairman of the Cumberland County Board of Commissioners by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.

 3.  ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN PRO-TEM OF THE CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION: 

Commissioner Wendell Wilson was nominated by Commissioner Carter to serve as Chairman Pro-Tem of the Commission.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Farley.
Wendell Wilson was elected to serve a one (1) year term as Chairman Pro-Tem of the Cumberland County Board of Commissioners by a roll call vote of 15 ayes from the Commission present with Commissioner Wilson passing on the vote.
 4.  CUMBERLAND COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS STANDING AND STATUTORY 
      COMMITTEES:

Before a vote to establish the Committees, Commissioner Patterson made know that he requested the Mayor not to position him on the Schools and Education Committee since his wife was a Board of Education Member and he wanted to avoid any conflict of interest, however he did wish to use his business experience and serve on the Budget Committee.  He also noted that after speaking to Commissioner Geisler, who had served as an interim member on the Budget Committee, he too expressed an interest in continuing to serve on that committee for the rest of his term.  Commissioner Patterson evoked Commission rules 17.1 which states that committees will be chosen by the Commission and he would allow the Board to decide which Committees to place him on and he would respectfully accept their decision.  Commissioner Stone also cited Commission rule 17.1 regarding nominations from the floor and she moved to nominated herself to serve as a Budget Committee Member for the next two years replacing Third District Commissioner Hassler who had served the past two years on that committee.  Commissioner Claflin seconded the motion to appoint Commissioner Stone to the Budget Committee.

The motion to seat Commissioner Stone on the Budget Committee for the next two years carried by a roll call vote of 14 ayes from the Commission present with Commissioners York and Hassler passing on the vote.

 5.  AMENDED STANDING AND STATUTORY COMMITTEES:

On motion of Commissioner Claflin, second by Commissioner Rimmer, moved to approve the Standing and Statutory Commission Committees after amending the Budget Committee appointments to include Commissioner Stone in place of Commissioner Hassler.
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The motion adopting the Commission Committee appointments for two (2) year terms, as amended, carried by a roll call vote of 14 ayes from the Commission present with Commissioners York and Patterson passing on the vote.  
 6.  CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION PARLIAMENTARIAN:

Commissioner Nancy Hyder was nominated by Commissioner Turner to serve as Parliamentarian of the Cumberland County Commission.  Commissioner Carter seconded the nomination.

Nancy Hyder was elected to serve another one (1) year term as Commission Parliamentarian by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.
 7.  BOND FOR JANET C. GRAHAM, CUMBERLAND COUNTY DIRECTOR OF SCHOOLS:  

On motion of Commissioner Gibson, second by Commissioner Claflin, moved to approve the official statutory bond of Director of Schools Janet Graham for a three (3) year term beginning July 1, 2016 and ending July 1, 2019.

The motion approving the bond of Janet C. Graham carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.

Commissioner Rimmer made known that the Budget Committee had previously approved the purchase of a used truck for the County Maintenance Department, however she had received a request from the County Maintenance Supervisor Steve Lewis to reconsider the purchase of the used vehicle.  Ronnie Garrett, who oversees the County Vehicle Maintenance Department appeared before the Board to explain that in the past there had been numerous issues with the motors on the year model of truck that had been approved for purchase.  Mr. Garrett’s recommendation was to abandon plans to purchase the used truck and spend the funds for a new vehicle instead.  Commissioner Rimmer moved to have the vehicle issue put back on the next Budget Committee Meeting Agenda for further review.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Carter.

The motion to allow the Budget Committee to reconsider a vehicle purchase for the maintenance department carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.

COUNTY OFFICIAL REPORT, MAYOR KENNETH CAREY:

The Mayor made the Board aware that after three surgeries since April 2016, Commissioner Hyder was doing better and was back to doing her physical rehabilitation in Nashville.  He also introduced Debbie Johnson, the Upper Cumberland Regional Director for the Tennessee Department of Health who in turn introduced Mindy Doyle to the Board who was recently appointed the new Cumberland County Health Director.  

FINANCE DIRECTOR REPORT, NATHAN BROCK:

Cumberland County’s August 2016 receipts from sales tax, hotel/motel tax and ambulance services were summarized by Finance Director Brock.
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COUNTY ATTORNEY REPORT, RANDAL BOSTON:

After County Attorney Boston made known that the Mayor and a few Board Members had commissioned him to research statutes in regard to the proposed wind farm project in Crab Orchard, he disclosed he was prepared to present his finding back to the Board in October 2016.  Mr. Boston also noted that an Open Records Request Policy must be officially adopted by the county prior to January 2017 and at the most recent Tennessee County Attorney’s Association Meeting he learned that in the near future all county committee meetings would be required to be recorded to allow citizens access to the sessions.
24.  ELECTION OF NOTARIES:

On motion of Commissioner Claflin, second by Commissioner Rimmer, moved that Rebecca D. Cooper, Charlotte A. Goodwin, Candace Gossett, Tammy Helton, Carol S. Ingram, Christine Jones, Sarah L. Kaufman, Dawn C. Robb and Sharon Wanamaker are elected as Notary Publics for the State of Tennessee.     
The motion to approve the notaries carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.

On motion of Commissioner Carter, second by Commissioner Claflin, moved the September 19, 2016 Monthly Commission Meeting be adjourned at 7:09 o’clock P.M.
