A quorum being present, the Cumberland County Commission Meeting was opened in due form of law and the following proceedings were had to wit:

 1.  MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 17, 2011 MONTHLY CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION 
      MEETING:
On motion of Commissioner Cramer, second by Commissioner Safdie, moved the minutes of the September 17, 2011 Monthly Commission Meeting be approved, treat same as read, made a matter of record, and filed.

The motion to approve the minutes of the September 17, 2011 Commission Meeting carried by a roll vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.
 2.  UNFINISHED BUSINESS: RESOLUTION 09-2011-9-AUTHORIZING THE COUNTY MAYOR OF 
      THE COUNTY OF CUMBERLAND TO SIGN A PROPOSAL WITH TENNESSEE DEPARTMENT OF             

      TRANSPORTATION PROJECT NO. SPN 18008-2224-14 FPN: STP/HPP-28(38) (SECOND 

      READING):

On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner Turner, moved to adopt resolution 09-2011-9.

The motion to adopt the second reading of resolution 09-2011-9, giving the County Mayor authority to sign a proposal agreeing to cooperate with the Tennessee D.O.R. for the highway project described as S.R. 28 from south of Lowe Road to south of S.R. 62, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.

 3.  RESOLUTION 10-2011-1-AUTHORIZING THE FILING OF AN APPLICATION TO THE TENNESSEE 

      DEPARTMENT OF ECONOMIC AND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT FOR A COMMUNITY 

      DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT (CDBG) INDUSTRIAL LOAN TO ASSIST BEKZON IN THE 

      PURCHASE OF NEEDED EQUIPMENT:

On motion of Commissioner Safdie, second by Commissioner Hyder, moved to adopt resolution 10-2011-1.

 4. TO DEFER RESOLUTION 10-2011-1:

Commissioner Lynch shared his concerns about Cumberland County filing an application for a grant through the 
State that would assist BekZon with equipment purchasing when so little information was known about the 
company and their operations.
Mayor Carey, when questioned by Commissioners, revealed that the State of Tennessee had recommended that 
BekZon apply through the Tennessee Department of Economic and Community Development for a low interest 
loan when seeking financial assistance to purchase equipment.  The Mayor went on to advise that if the County 
received the grant funds from the State, those monies would only flow through Cumberland County’s financial 
account and ultimately be transferred to BekZon and that the County would not be held responsible for repayment 
of the Community Development Block Grant Industrial Loan.
Beth Alexander, Chief Executive Officer of the Crossville-Cumberland County Chamber of Commerce, informed 
the Commission that BekZon had presented a complex business plan to State Officials and TVA when seeking 
financial assistance for equipment purchase.  Mrs. Alexander further noted the State would hold lien on the 

industrial equipment purchased by BekZon but the company was responsible for a twenty percent (20%) match of 
the loan.

With some Commissioners expressing their uncertainty about the BekZon Company and others wanting the Joint 
Economic Development Board to vet the company’s objectives, on motion of Commissioner Lynch, second by 
Commissioner Rimmer, moved to defer action on resolution 10-2011-1 until either a Special Call Session or the 
November 2011 Commission Meeting allowing time for representatives from the BekZon to prepare and present 
their company’s business plan.    
With Commissioners Sabine, Foster, McNeil, Allen, Rimmer, and Lynch voting to postpone resolution 10-2011-1 

and Commissioners Houston, Hyder, Safdie, Hassler, Presley, Seiber, Koester, Carter, Harvel, Turner, Brown, 
and Cramer voting not to delay a vote on resolution 10-2011-1, the motion failed. 

After more discussion between the Mayor and Commissioners about the risk involved in applying for a grant for 

BekZon, a friendly amendment was accepted from Commissioner Brown to add the language:  Cumberland County, Tennessee will not be responsible in any way for repayment of the debt from the Tennessee Department of Economic and Community Development for the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Industrial Loan to BekZon, to resolution 10-2011-1.   
The original motion to adopt resolution 10-2011-1, to authorize the County Mayor to sign and execute application 

documents for a Community Development Block Grant Industrial Loan administered by the Tennessee 

Department of Economic and Community Development on behalf of BekZon to assist in the purchase of 

equipment carried, as amended, by a roll call vote of 15 ayes from the Commission with Commissioners McNeil. 

Rimmer, and Lynch voting no.

 5.  BEKZON BUSINESS PLAN:
On motion of Commissioner Safdie, second by Commissioner Koester, moved to have Mayor Carey contact

BekZon representatives to present an overview of their business plan to the Commission or the Budget 
Committee at their earliest convenience.

The motion asking BekZon to provide the Board of Commissioners or Budget Committee with details of their 
company’s plans for operation in Cumberland County carried by a voice vote from the Commission with 
Commissioner Lynch voting no. 
 6.  RESOLUTION 10-2011-2-TO APPROVE A MEMORIAL SITE FOR DONATED WORLD TRADE 

      CENTER ARTIFACT:
On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner Carter, moved to adopt resolution 10-2011-2 with 

Commissioner Lynch suggesting a friendly amendment to add language to the resolution detailing the exact site 

where the artifact would be located and making note that there would be no construction cost to the county.
The motion to adopt resolution 10-2011-2, approving construction of a permanent memorial site to display steel 

recovered from the New York World Trade Center site after September 11, 2001 on the area between the 

Cumberland County Fire Department and the Fair Park Senior Citizens Center, carried by a roll call vote of 18 
ayes from the Commission.
 7.  RESOLUTION 10-2011-3-TO APPOINT JOHN KINNUNEN TO FILL A VACANCY ON THE 

      CROSSVILLE-CUMBERLAND COUNTY CONVENTION AND VISITORS BUREAU FOR A TERM TO 

      EXPIRE JUNE 30, 2013:
On motion of Commissioner Cramer, second by Commissioner Rimmer, moved to adopt resolution 10-2011-3.

The motion to adopt resolution 10-2011-3, appointing John Kinnunen to the Crossville-Cumberland 

County Convention and Visitors Bureau to fill the unexpired term of Ralph England through June 30, 2013, 

carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission. 

 8.  RESOLUTION 10-2011-4-TO APPOINT CLARK WEST TO FILL A VACANCY ON THE INDUSTRIAL 

      DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION BOARD OF CUMBERLAND COUNTY-CROSSVILLE FOR A 
      TERM TO EXPIRE APRIL 30, 2013: 
On motion of Commissioner Presley, second by Commissioner Carter, moved to adopt resolution 10-2011-4.

The motion to adopt resolution 10-2011-4, appointing Clark West to fill the unexpired term of George Marlow 
through April 30, 2013 on the Industrial Development Corporation Board, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes 
from the Commission. 
 9.  RESOLUTION 10-2011-5-TO AUTHORIZE THE CUMBERLAND COUNTY FINANCIAL 

      MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE TO FUNCTION AS THE PURCHASING COMMITTEE:
On motion of Commissioner Sabine, second by Commissioner Presley, moved to adopt resolution 10-2011-5.

The motion to adopt resolution 10-2011-5, to formerly authorize the Financial Management Committee 
consisting of the County Mayor, the Road Superintendent, the Director of Schools and Commissioners Sabine, 
Hyder, Presley, and Harvel to act as and assume the function of a Purchasing Committee, carried by a roll call 
vote of 16 ayes from the Commission with Commissioners Carter and Lynch voting no.

10.  RESOLUTION 10-2011-6-TO SEND A LETTER OF APOLOGY TO THE FORMER COMMITTEE 

       MEMBERS OF THE HEALTH AND SAFETY STANDARDS BOARD (HSSB) BY THE MAYOR ON 

       BEHALF OF THE CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION:
On motion of Commissioner McNeil, second by Commissioner Koester, moved to adopt resolution 10-2011-6.
Since Commissioner Hyder is the only remaining member on the Health and Safety Standards Board, 

Commissioner Lynch asked her opinion about other Commissioners behavior at the last HSSB meeting in which 
four (4) citizens members of that board resigned. Commissioner Hyder’s assessment was the HSSB meeting got 
out of hand when the Board Chairman did not call down the Commissioners who were talking out of turn and 
questioning the purpose of the HSSB and the laws that Board was operating under.  Several Commissioners 
spoke out against the need for an apology letter and asked that their names be removed from the letter if one was 

sent to the HSSB.  Commissioner McNeil suggested resolution 10-2011-6 be changed to have an apology letter 

sent from the Board of Commissioners Chairman on behalf of the Commission as a way of healing the issue.

Commissioners Sabine, Hyder, Safdie, Foster, Koester, McNeil, Brown, Rimmer, and Lynch voted to adopt

resolution 10-2011-6 to offer a letter of apology to the members who had resigned from the Health and Safety 

Standards Board and ask them to reconsider returning to service on that Board.  Voting not to adopt resolution 
10-2011-6 were Commissioners Houston, Hassler, Presley, Seiber, Allen, Carter, Harvel, Turner, and Cramer. 
Because of a tie vote the County Mayor, as Commission Chairman, was called upon to cast the deciding vote.  
County Mayor Carey voted against the adoption of resolution 10-2011-6 and the motion failed.  

11.  RESOLUTION 10-2011-7-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, $445,037.83 (ALL 
       DEPARTMENTS):
On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner Lynch, moved to adopt resolution 10-2011-7.

The motion to adopt resolution 10-2011-7, a budget amendment resolution, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.
12.  RESOLUTION 10-2011-8-BUDGET AMENDMENT, CENTRAL CAFETERIA FUND, $107,200.00:
On motion of Commissioner Presley, second by Commissioner Turner, moved to adopt resolution 10-2011-8.

The motion to adopt resolution 10-2011-8, a budget amendment resolution, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.
13.  RESOLUTION 10-2011-9-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, $26,439.00 (SOIL 

       CONSERVATION DISTRICT):    
On motion of Commissioner Turner, second by Commissioner Harvel, moved to adopt resolution 10-2011-9.

The motion to adopt resolution 10-2011-9, a budget amendment resolution, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.

14.  RESOLUTION 10-2011-10-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, $2,500.00 (CIRCUIT COURT):
On motion of Commissioner Hyder, second by Commissioner Hassler, moved to adopt resolution 10-2011-10.

The motion to adopt resolution 10-2011-10, a budget amendment resolution, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.

15.  RESOLUTION 10-2011-11-AUTHORIZING THE SALE OF A 1994 GMC TRUCK NO LONGER 
      UTILIZED BY CUMBERLAND COUNTY GOVERNMENT:
On motion of Commissioner Carter, second by Commissioner Cramer, moved to adopt resolution 10-2011-11.

The motion to adopt resolution 10-2011-11, authorizing the Mayor and the Finance Director to sell a 1994 GMC 

truck no longer needed for operation at the landfill, carried by a roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission 

with Commissioner Harvel abstaining from the vote.

16.  RESOLUTION 10-2011-12-TO ACCEPT OFFER OF RAY SALYER TO PURCHASE PROPERTY 

       OWNED BY CUMBERLAND COUNTY:
On motion of Commissioner Hyder, second by Commissioner Hassler, moved to adopt resolution 10-2011-12.
The motion to adopt resolution 10-2011-12, to accept the offer of Ray Salyer to pay $2,550.00 to purchase 

seventeen (17) parcels of property owned by Cumberland County, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the 

Commission. 
COUNTY OFFICIAL REPORT:

Cumberland County Finance Director, Nathan Brock gave a brief financial report to update Commissioners about 
the rate of collections the County is experiencing from hotel/motel taxes, ambulance service fees, and sales and 
use taxes.   
BUDGET COMMITTEE:
Chairman Carmin Lynch made Commissioners aware the Library Board had asked the Budget Committee for 
permission to apply for a five thousand dollars ($5,000.00) grant for equipment at the Archives Building.
EMERGENCY SERVICES COMMITTEE:
Chairman Nancy Hyder told the Commission that at a meeting held earlier in the evening the Emergency Services 
Committee was alerted that the radio antenna moved from the Renegade location had been positioned in the 
wrong place on a new tower by Metro Communications and that payment for the company’s services would be 
withheld until after the Emergency Services Committee meets with the company.  Noting that the Emergency 

Services Committee had committed to begin a First Responder Program, Chairman Hyder advised that the 

Committee would be approaching the Budget Committee to request funding in the amount of forty thousand 

dollars ($40.000.00), with the majority of the funds to be used for Emergency Personnel training.

BUILDING AND GROUNDS COMMITTEE:
Mike Harvel, Building and Grounds Chairman, told Commissioners that committee had agreed to allow the 
Administrator of Elections, Suzanne Smith, to use the basement on the first floor of the courthouse for voting 
machine storage and also the Building and Grounds Committee had a discussion with the Fair Association about 

constructing a storage building at the Community Complex for their use.
DEBT MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE:

Chairman Allen Foster made Commissioners aware that the Debt Management Committee was making progress 

on preparing a policy that should be ready for presentation to the full Commission by the December Meeting.
17.  ELECTION OF NOTARIES:

On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner Cramer, moved that Tracy Carolyn Adams, Brenda L. Barker, Barbara J. Campbell, Mary Frances Graham, Patricia D. Lewis,
Shonda Livesay, James G. McCully, Marie K. Rose, Margaret J. Smith, Kay Stanley, Paula Stewart, Brenda Carey Turner, Jeanne S. Turner, and Johnnie Whittenburg be elected as Notary Publics for the State of Tennessee.



The motion to approve the notaries carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.

ANNOUNCEMENTS:

Due to the fact that expensive fire equipment was being stored outside the fire station, Mayor Carey told Commissioners the Building and Grounds Committee had given approval for the Fire Department to apply for a 50/50 matching grant to fund the construction of an addition to the Fire Department building to house the equipment with the final approval for the grant to come from the Commission. 

Commissioner Safdie explained that the two (2) documents Commissioners had been received prior to the meeting were in regard to BekZon, with one being a lease template form and another was an approval request letter that Roane State Community College had wrote to the Economic Development Administration (EDA), the agency who provides the justification why the Cumberland Business Incubator could accommodate the BekZon company.
COMMENTS; CLASS III LANDFILL:
SCP Investments, LLC partners Dennis Hinch and Pat Stone attended the Commission meeting to explain 

their plans to construct and operate a Class III Landfill in their limestone quarry located in Crab Orchard, 

Tennessee.  Mr. Hinch made known that a Public Hearing date is scheduled for February 2012 for a decision to be 

made by the Crab Orchard City Council whether or not to issue a permit for construction of the new solid waste 

landfill.  Joe Sherrill, attending the meeting as a representative for the City of Crab Orchard, told Commissioners 
that in view of the fact that ninety percent (90%) of the people polled in Crab Orchard did not want the landfill, 

Mr. Sherrill suggested that for that reason Crab Orchard’s goal should be to come up with a detailed plan to boost 
the city’s economy before the permitting process begins with Triad Environmental Consultants and SCP 
Investments, LLC.

HEALTH AND SAFETY STANDARDS BOARD:
Former member of the Health and Safety Standards Board (HSSB), Jack Jamieson told Commissioners that the HSSB had operated within the guidelines set by the State and narrowed down by the Commission and when asked by Commissioner Koester if he would still be willing to serve as a HSSB Member, Mr. Jamieson answered that he would continue to serve if the Health and Safety Standards Board was supported by the Commission.

On motion of Commissioner Carter, second by Commissioner Turner, moved the October 17, 2011 Quarterly Monthly Commission Meeting be adjourned at 7:35 o’clock P.M.
