OCTOBER 21, 2013
Be it remembered that the Cumberland County Commission met in monthly session on Monday, October 21, 2013 at the courthouse in Crossville, Tennessee. The meeting was called to order by Cumberland County Sheriff Butch Burgess.  Present and presiding was Commission Chairman, County Mayor Kenneth Carey who invited Mr. John Purdue to give the Invocation and a member of the Young Marines was asked by the Mayor to lead the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America. A quorum being present, the Cumberland County Commission Meeting was opened in due form of law and the following proceedings were had to wit:
1.  MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 16, 2013 MONTHLY CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION MEETING:
     COMMISSIONERS:
On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner Presley, moved the minutes of the September 16, 2013 Commission Meeting be approved, treat same as read, made a matter of record, and filed.

The motion to approve the September 16, 2013 Meeting Minutes carried by a roll vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present. 
COMMENTS:

Paul Perry, whose home address is 572 Willard Brown Road, Crossville, Tennessee 38572, appeared before the Board seeking help to obtain legal access to a road.  Mr. Perry explained that he had purchased property in 2005 from his neighbors Willard and Maxine Brown and a few years later he had deeded portions of his property to his father and his son.  After obtaining boundary and location surveys and a certified plat signed by the county’s previous Road Superintendent Wendell Houston that verified Willard Brown Road was a county road, Mr. Perry assumed he had full access to his property.  After Mr. Perry received a letter from Maxine Brown’s attorney in August 2012 stating that she would erect a fence on her property, essentially preventing the Perry’s access to their property, he came to realize that the official end of Willard Brown Road stops fifteen (15) feet short of the northeast corner of his land thus making him the owner of land locked property. Since he had been using Willard Brown Road for the past eight (8) years he went before the Regional Planning Commission several times in search of a way to gain a legal right of entry to his property and was informed by that body that the Commission gives the Planning Commission permission to accept and add roads to the county road list.  Commissioners posed many questions to Mr. Perry to clarify the road situation and after a lengthy discussion between Board Members, Mayor Carey, and Road Superintendent Blaylock to determine how to help Mr. Perry, it was advised by County Attorney Boston that with no conclusive evidence that Cumberland County owns the portion of Willard Brown Road in question, the Commission could not legally add the road to the Official Cumberland County Road list.
2.  RESOLUTION 10-2013-1-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, PARKS AND FAIR BOARDS, 
     $40,000.00:

On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner Turner, moved to adopt resolution 10-2013-1.

The motion to adopt resolution 10-2013-1, a budget amendment resolution accepting a Tennessee Department of Environment and Conservation-Recreational Trails Program Grant for the Community Complex, carried by a roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present.
3.  RESOLUTION 10-2013-2-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, CLERK AND MASTER, $12,000.00:

On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner Rimmer, moved to adopt resolution 10-2013-2.

The motion to adopt resolution 10-2013-2, a budget amendment resolution for upgrades of data processing equipment in the Chancery Court, carried by a roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present.

4.  RESOLUTION 10-2013-3-TO CREATE A WILDLIFE AND FISHERIES’ COMMITTEE:

On motion of Commissioner Presley, second by Commissioner Harvel, moved to adopt resolution 10-2013-3.  
Commissioner Sabine advised that some words in resolution 10-2013-3 were inaccurate and he suggested the 
resolution is corrected before it becomes a permanent record.

The Board agreed to correct the language in resolution 10-2013-3, which establishes a Cumberland County Wildlife 
and Fisheries’ Committee to work with county residents along with the hunting and fishing clubs in the county to 
advise the county legislative body in their endeavors with the Tennessee Fish and Wildlife Commission and the 
Tennessee Wildlife Resource Agency, and the motion carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission 
present with Commissioner Lynch passing on the vote.
5.  RESOLUTION 10-2013-4-TO ACCEPT OFFER OF WILLIAM JOHNSON AND PATRICIA JOHNSON TO 
     PURCHASE PROPERTY OWNED BY CUMBERLAND COUNTY:
Delinquent Tax Committee Chairman, Commission Hyder informed the Board that a little over three hundred dollars 

($300.00) in delinquent taxes had accrued against the property on Ozone Road and now the original owners of the 

property, William and Patricia Johnson, wished to buy the property back from the county.  Commissioner Hyder 
moved to adopt resolution 10-2013-4 and Commissioner Seiber seconded the motion.
The motion to adopt resolution 10-2013-4, accepting the offer of William and Patricia Johnson to pay one hundred 
seventy two dollars ($172.00) to purchase one (1) parcel of property owned by Cumberland County, carried by 

a roll call vote of 15 ayes from the Commission present with Commissioners Harvel and Lynch voting against the 
adoption of resolution 10-2013-4.  
6.  RESOLUTION 10-2013-5-TO ADD TOWNE CENTRE DRIVE TO THE OFFICIAL CUMBERLAND COUNTY 
     ROAD LIST:
On motion of Commissioner Hassler, second by Commissioner Brown, moved to adopt resolution 10-2013-5.

Commissioner Lynch brought up his concerns that the resolution to add a road in Fairfield Glade to the road list does not denote the mileage and width measurements as do all other county roads documented on the Official Road List.  Since the specifications of Towne Centre Drive were not clearly defined in resolution 10-2013-5, Commissioner Sabine moved to defer consideration of the resolution until the next regular Commission Meeting.  Commissioner Hyder seconded the motion to postpone resolution 10-2013-5.
The motion to defer action on resolution 10-2013-5 until the November 2013 Commission Meeting carried with a roll call vote from the Commission present with Commissioner Brown voting no.

COUNTY OFFICIAL REPORTS:

The monthly financial report was given by Finance Director Nathan Brock who detailed the September 2013 revenues 
collected by the County from sales and use taxes, property taxes, hotel/motel taxes, and Ambulance or Emergency 

Service fees. 
VETERAN SERVICE OFFICER REPORT:

William (Bill) Ward thanked Commissioners for allowing him to serve as Veterans Service Officer for the past year and he presented the Board with statistics on the number of veterans assisted by the Veterans Administration through his office from October 2012 through September 2013.
COUNTY ATTORNEY REPORT:

When asked about the status of the Interlocal Agreement between the Sheriff’s Department and the school system by Commissioner Lynch, Attorney Boston responded that he was working together with Board of Education Attorney Earl Patton on the draft of the School Resource Officer’s arrangement.  Attorney Boston also made an appeal to the Board to provide internet service in the courtroom.  Commissioner Brown stated that a local telephone supplier had stated their company had interest in supplying public access internet to the courthouse if the Commission would agree to allow company to post a sign to publicize their contribution.  It was suggested by Commissioner Rimmer that the telephone company willing to provide internet at no charge to the County attend the next Building and Grounds Committee Meeting to present their proposal.
EMERGENCY SERVICES COMMITTEE MEETING:

At the Emergency Services Committee Meeting held earlier in the evening, Chairman Hyder reported that Emergency 

Services Director Jeff Dodson attended the meeting to explain the decrease in funding for Emergency Services 

collections.  She also noted that Committee Members had received a quarterly Computer Aided Dispatch (CAD) 

Report at that meeting where it was also learned that the new third party billing system for the ambulance service is 

anticipated to be activated on November 1, 2013.
7.  ELECTION OF NOTARIES:
On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner Carter, moved that Amy Allen, Shellie L. Bilbrey,

Joyce D. Brewer, Melanie J. Bridges, John F. Cook, C. Douglas Fields, Andrea G. Graham, Thomas E. Hale, Cynthia C. Hall, Kathleen A. King, Sarah N. Lawson, Dana G. Lee, Jennifer Peters, Tim E. Poore, Francis E. Radwick, Teresa Raymond, Lisa Rogers, Judy B. Smith, Jason Tollett, Wanda L. Tramel and Jolee K. Wallace be elected as Notary Publics for the State of Tennessee.  
The motion to approve the notaries carried by a roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present.
