Present and presiding was Commission Chairman, County Mayor Kenneth Carey, Jr. who invited Commissioner Wendell Wilson to give the Invocation and a member of the Young Marines was asked by the Mayor to lead the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America. A quorum being present, the Cumberland County Commission was opened in due form of law and the following proceedings were had to wit:

1.  MINUTES OF OCTOBER 20, 2014 MONTHLY CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION MEETING:
On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner Kinnunen, moved the minutes of the October 20, 2014 Monthly Commission Meeting be approved, treat same as read, made a matter of record, and filed.

The motion to approve the Meeting Minutes carried by a roll vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present.

COMMENTS:

Ed Camera, Vice President of Quality Solutions for CoLinx, LLC, expressed his appreciation to the Board for cooperating with the City of Crossville and the State to help make the CoLinx distribution facility expansion project possible.  On behalf of Cumberland County and the Commission, Mayor Carey thanked Mr. Camera and the CoLinx Company for being a vital part of the community and for the jobs and services they provide.
2.  RESOLUTION 11-2014-1-TO APPROVE PILOT (PAYMENT-IN-LIEU-OF-TAX) AGREEMENT FOR THE 

     INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT BOARD OF THE COUNTY OF CUMBERLAND, TENNESSEE:

On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner Foster, moved to adopt resolution 11-2014-1.

Before a vote on resolution 11-2014-1, Commissioner Rimmer suggested paragraph 5 of the resolution be corrected to read:  Now, therefore be it resolved by the County Commission Meeting in regular session the 17th day of November, 2014, that the Industrial Development Board be hereby authorized to negotiate a PILOT Lease with the Company and to enter into a PILOT Lease corresponding to this resolution. 
The motion to adopt resolution 11-2014-1, authorizing the Industrial Development Board to negotiate and enter into a PILOT Lease with Colinx for an expansion project of their distribution facility in the City of Crossville, carried by a roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present.

3.  RESOLUTION 11-2014-2-TO APPOINT COMMISSIONER REBECCA STONE TO THE PUBLIC RECORDS 

     COMMISSION:

On motion of Commissioner Gibson, second by Commissioner Hyder, moved to adopt resolution 11-2014-2.

The motion to adopt resolution 11-2014-2, appointing Rebecca Stone as a member of the Public Records Commission for a term to expire August 31, 2018, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present with Commissioner Stone passing on the vote.

4.  RESOLUTION 11-2014-3-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, $2,400, VETERAN’S SERVICES:

On motion of Commissioner Hyder, second by Commissioner Hassler, moved to adopt resolution 11-2014-3.

The motion to adopt resolution 11-2014-3, a budget amendment for payment of part-time personnel in the Veteran’s Service Office, carried by a roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present.

5.  RESOLUTION 11-2014-4-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, $5,088.00, TRUSTEE’S OFFICE:

On motion of Commissioner Gibson, second by Commissioner Foster, moved to adopt resolution 11-2014-4.

The motion to adopt resolution 11-2014-4, a budget amendment for funding the additional cost of the Trustee’s Surety Bond out of the unassigned fund balance, carried with Commissioners Dyer, Hyder, Stone, Foster, Gibson, Carter, Wilson, Claflin, Rimmer, Geisler and Kinnunen voting for the adoption of the resolution.  Commissioners Scarbrough, Isham, Davis, Lowe, and Turner voted against adopting resolution 11-2014-4.  Commissioner Hassler abstained for voting and Commissioner Farley was absent.

6.  RESOLUTION 11-2014-5-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, $25,920.00, SHERIFF’S 

     DEPARTMENT:

On motion of Commissioner Carter, second by Commissioner Hassler, moved to adopt resolution 11-2014-5.

The motion to adopt resolution 11-2014-5, a budget amendment for a State of Tennessee-Office of Criminal Justice Program Grant to provide the Sheriff’s Department with a replacement electronic fingerprint imaging device, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present with Commissioner Claflin abstaining from the vote.

7.  RESOLUTION 11-2014-6-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, $33,000.00, COUNTY 

     COMMISSION:

On motion of Commissioner Carter, second by Commissioner Kinnunen, moved to adopt resolution 11-2014-6.

The motion to adopt resolution 11-2014-6, a budget amendment for matching grant funds for the City of Crab Orchard to renovate and modify a facility to house an Emergency Medical Services Substation and a Volunteer Fire Department, carried by a roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present.

COUNTY OFFICIAL REPORT:
Commissioners received a brief report on the October 2014 revenue collections from property taxes, hotel/motel taxes, ambulance services, contracted prisoner boarding and sales taxes from Finance Director Brock.

COUNTY ATTORNEY REPORT:

The County Attorney announced a hearing will be held November 24, 2014 at the Justice Center in regard to the condemnation action on Renegade and he encouraged all Commissioners to attend.  After having reviewed the “Memorandum of Understanding” and the “Interlocal Agreement” between the Sheriff Department and the Board of Education (BOE) concerning the School Resource Officers (SRO) Program, Mr. Boston said that currently those documents were being examined by BOE Attorney Earl Patton.  Attorney Boston also stated his goal was for the County to hold a joint hearing with the City of Crossville on the Jackson Law as it pertains to a tire shredding and recycling plant located in the city, but he was awaiting more information from Crossville City Attorney Kenneth Chadwell before moving forward.
HEALTH AND SAFETY STANDARDS BOARD AND DELINQUENT TAX COMMITTEE:

Nancy Hyder, Chairperson for both the Health and Safety Standards Board and the Delinquent Tax Committee, reported that at their most recent meeting the Health and Safety Standards Board had directed the County Attorney to send a “Notice of Violation” letter to one (1) property owner.  She further reported that Cumberland County’s Delinquent Tax Attorney Joe Looney, Circuit Court Clerk Sue Tollett, and Attorney Boston were in attendance at last week’s Delinquent Tax Committee Meeting to discuss the sale of delinquent tax property where Property Owner Association (POA) dues were unpaid.  Chairman Hyder advised that due to current legislation, counties that took a piece of property with outstanding POA dues could be liable for any resolved POA debt.  Since the county had approximately two thousand five hundred (2,500) delinquent properties mostly located in resort areas of the county, Attorney Looney would contact Lake Tansi, Fairfield Glade, Cumberland Mountain Retreat and others about the possibility of Cumberland County donating the unsettled properties to them in lieu of a delinquent tax sale. 
SCHOOLS AND EDUCATION COMMITTEE:
Chairman John Kinnunen told Board Members that at their last meeting, the School and Education Committee were primarily concentrating on getting the School Resource Officer’s situation resolved.

RULES COMMITTEE:

Commissioner Wilson, newly elected Chairman of the Rules Committee, made know that committee had discussed the definition of the subject “Declaring a Conflict of Interest”.  County Attorney Boston told Commissioners he would work to create a “Conflict of Interest” Policy to present to the Rules Committee for review before presentation to the full Commission for approval.  

AUDIT REPORT:
After noting that each Commissioner had received a copy of Audit Committee Report for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2013 prior to the meeting, Committee Chairperson Rimmer asked County Clerk Bryson to record a copy of the report with the November 2014 Meeting Minutes.

8.  ELECTION OF NOTARIES:

The motion to approve the notaries carried by a roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present.
