A quorum being present, the Cumberland County Commission Meeting was opened in due form of law and the following proceedings were had to wit:
1.  MINUTES OF OCTOBER 21, 2013 QUARTERLY MONTHLY CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION 
     MEETING:
On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner Kinnunen, moved the minutes of the October 21, 2013 Commission Meeting be approved, treat same as read, made a matter of record, and filed.

The motion to approve the October 21, 2013 Meeting Minutes carried by a roll vote of 18 ayes from the Commission. 
SPECIAL RECOGNITIONS:

Mayor Carey presented Makayla Kington a Certificate of Achievement for winning the A-AA Discus State Title in Murfreesboro, Tennessee on May 23, 2013 and for receiving a Track and Field Scholarship with Tennessee Tech.   Also in attendance at the meeting were Brown Elementary School Representatives who accepted a Proclamation from the Mayor declaring the week of November 18 through November 24, 2013 as “Frank P. Brown Elementary School Week” and he thanked the school staff for earning the State Collaborative on Reforming Education (SCORE) Award.

Commissioner Hassler informed the Board that resolution 10-2013-5 requesting Towne Centre Drive be added to the Official Road List was now complete and the resolution will be re-submitted on the December 2013 Commission agenda.

On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner McNeil, moved to adopt resolution 11-2013-1.

The motion to adopt resolution 11-2013-1, reappointing Everett Bolin and Barry Fields to the Solid Waste Regional Planning Board for terms ending in November 2019, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.

 3.  RESOLUTION 11-2013-2-TO APPOINT KENNETH CAREY, JR., CHARLES SEIBER, MIKE HARVEL, 

      WAYNE SHADDEN, CHARLES DAUGHERTY, RANDALL KIDWELL, AND PATRICK GARRISON TO 

      THE WILDLIFE AND FISHERIES’ COMMITTEE:
On motion of Commissioner Turner, second by Commissioner Presley, moved to adopt resolution 11-2013-2.

The motion carried with Commissioners Houston, Sabine, Hyder, Knight, Hassler, Presley, Foster, Allen, Carter, 

Turner, Rimmer, Kinnunen, and Lynch voting for the adoption of resolution 11-2013-2 appointing Kenneth Carey, Jr., 
Charles Seiber, Mike Harvel, Wayne Shadden, Charles Daugherty, Randall Kidwell, and Patrick Garrison to the newly 
created Wildlife and Fisheries’ Committee.  Commissioners Koester, McNeil, and Brown voted against the adoption 

of resolution 11-2013-2 with Commissioners Seiber and Harvel abstaining from the vote.
 4. RESOLUTION 11-2013-3-TO APPROVE FRONTIER COMMUNICATIONS TO PROVIDE FREE WIRELESS 

     INTERNET ACCESS TO THE CUMBERLAND COUNTY COURTHOUSE:

On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner Harvel, moved to adopt resolution 11-2013-3.

The motion to adopt resolution 11-2013-3, approving Frontier Communications to provide the courthouse with free internet access, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.

 5.  RESOLUTION 11-2013-4-TO APPROVE A SIGN FOR THE MILITARY MEMORIAL MUSEUM:
On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner Presley, moved to adopt resolution 11-2013-4.

The motion to adopt resolution 11-2013-4, approving the Military Memorial Museum to erect a new sign at the historical building, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission with Commissioner Sabine voting no. Commissioner Lynch advised that his issue with resolution 11-2013-4 was that Commissioners have yet to be provided with a drawing or a description of the sign or information on where the sign would be placed at the museum site, therefore he chose to vote no.  
6.  RESOLUTION 11-2013-5-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL PURPOSE SCHOOL FUND, $2,997.00:

On motion of Commissioner Allen, second by Commissioner Harvel, moved to adopt resolution 11-2013-5.

The motion to adopt resolution 11-2013-5, a budget amendment for additional grant funds from the State of Tennessee for Early Childhood Education, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.

 7.  RESOLUTION 11-2013-6-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL PURPOSE SCHOOL FUND, $25,120.00:

On motion of Commissioner Hyder, second by Commissioner McNeil, moved to adopt resolution 11-2013-6.

The motion to adopt resolution 11-2013-6, a budget amendment for additional grant funds from the East Tennessee Foundation for purchase of a portable computer lab, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.
 8.  RESOLUTION 11-2013-7-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, ELECTION COMMISSION/VOTER 

     REGISTRATION, $1,540.00:

On motion of Commissioner Foster, second by Commissioner Harvel, moved to adopt resolution 11-2013-7.

The motion to adopt resolution 11-2013-7, a budget amendment to provide technology upgrades for the Election 
Commission, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.
 9.  RESOLUTION 11-2013-8-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, JUVENILE SERVICES, $7,250.00:

On motion of Commissioner HarvelarveHhhhhHhh, second by Commissioner Rimmer, moved to adopt resolution 11-2013-8.

The motion to adopt resolution 11-2013-8, a budget amendment to cover costs for long term juvenile detention at a regional facility, carried by a roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission with Commissioner Knight abstaining from the vote.
10.  RESOLUTION 11-2013-9-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, VETERANS SERVICE OFFICE, 
       $8,775.00:
On motion of Commissioner Foster, second by Commissioner Kinnunen, moved to adopt resolution 11-2013-9.

The motion to adopt resolution 11-2013-9, a budget amendment for an investigative audit of the Veterans Service Office performed by the State of Tennessee Comptrollers Office, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission.  Commissioner Kinnunen voted against the adoption of the budget amendment and Commissioner Lynch stated that without adequate documentation to support the amounts billed to the county by State Auditors, he would also vote no on resolution 11-2013-9.

11.  RESOLUTION 11-2013-10-BUDGET AMENDMENT, DEBT SERVICE FUND, VISITORS CENTER 

       CONSTRUCTION PROJECT, $600,000.00:
On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner Hassler, moved to adopt resolution 11-2013-10.

The motion to adopt resolution 11-2013-10, a budget amendment to approve the transfer of funds to facilitate the Visitors Center construction project, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.
12.  RESOLUTION 11-2013-11-TO AMEND LEASE BETWEEN CUMBERLAND COUNTY AND DOWNTOWN 

       CROSSVILLE, INC. (DCI):

On motion of Commissioner Hassler, second by Commissioner Rimmer, moved to adopt resolution 11-2013-11.

Before a vote on resolution 11-2013-11, Commissioner Sabine asked County Attorney Boston if he had reviewed the  amended lease and Attorney Boston verified that he had approved the lease amendment between the county and DCI.  
Commissioner Lynch noted that the DCI had agreed to pay the City of Crossville seventy five dollars ($75.00) to rent space in the Snodgrass Building when it became available so the Building and Grounds Committee had passed a motion to continue a month to month lease with DCI and also charge a seventy five dollar ($75.00) monthly fee.

The motion to adopt resolution 11-2013-11, amending the lease agreement between the County and DCI to change the 
terms of the price of rent from one dollar ($1.00) a year to seventy five dollars ($75.00) per month and amend the 
length of the lease agreement from one (1) year to a month to month lease, carried by a roll call vote of 12 ayes from 
Commissioners Sabine, Hyder, Hassler, Presley, Foster, Seiber, Allen, Harvel, Turner, Rimmer, Kinnunen, and 
Lynch.  Commissioners Houston, Knight, McNeil, Carter, and Brown voted against amending the lease and 
Commissioner Koester stated he disagreed with increasing the monthly rental fee for DCI and voted against the 
adoption of resolution 11-2013-11.  
13.  RESOLUTION 11-2013-12-TO TRANSFER THE OPERATION AND MANAGEMENT OF THE 

       CROSSVILLE-CUMBERLAND COUNTY VISITORS CENTER, THE GATEWAY TO THE BIG SOUTH 

       FORK TO THE CHAMBER OF COMMERCE: 
On motion of Commissioner Hyder, second by Commissioner Knight, moved to adopt resolution 11-2013-12.

Mayor Carey explained to the Board that the Chamber of Commerce was seeking start up capital and had requested 
the City and County’s initial payment for operation of the Visitors Center consist of the first six (6) months of the annual budgeted amount and that in the future the Chamber would receive quarterly payments for operational costs.

The motion to adopt resolution 11-2013-12, transferring the operation and management of the Visitors Center to the 

Crossville-Cumberland County Chamber of Commerce, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.
COUNTY OFFICIAL REPORTS:
Cumberland County Finance Director, Nathan Brock provided the Board with a financial report that tracked the 

collections of property tax, hotel/motel tax, ambulance service fees, prisoner boarding, and local option sales tax for 

the month of October 2013.   

COUNTY ATTORNEY REPORT:
To begin his report, County Attorney Randal Boston stated he would be sending a letter to the District Attorney’s Office seeking restitution for the expenditures incurred by the County from the recent audit of the Veteran Service Office by the Comptroller’s Office.  The County Attorney invited questions and was asked to comment on the status of the Interlocal Agreement between the Sheriff’s Department and the Board of Education for the School Resource Officers (SRO) Program by Commissioner Lynch.  After a discussion between Attorney Boston, the Finance Director and the Commissioners about the SRO Program Maintenance of Effort, comp time for the officers, and types of grants available for security measures, Mr. Boston advised that he and Board of Education Attorney Earl Patton had prepared a draft of an Interlocal Agreement but before he could complete the contract and present it to the Board for approval, he was awaiting someone to tell him the amount of money needed to put in the contract to pay for this years SRO Program.  When asked about the mixed drink tax provision, Mr. Boston said he would revisit his research on the mixed drink allocation tax and share his finding and he also suggested the Mayor schedule a closed session so he could discuss other issues with the Board Members. 
EMERGENCY SERVICES COMMITTEE MEETING:
Chairperson Nancy Hyder detailed that at a meeting held prior to tonight’s meeting, representatives from a business 
that provide Global Positioning Satellite (GPS) ankle bracelet monitoring systems had met with the Emergency 

Services Committee and were willing to provide the county with ten (10) free monitors for use on qualified non-
violent prisoners and they would return next month to deliver a conclusive report to committee members. 
Commissioner Hyder went on to report that Emergency Services Director, Jeff Dodson had hired a full time employee 
to process belated ambulance service statements and that Eric Ritzman contacted the Harris Company about prices for 
new communication radios and that company would attend the next Emergency Services Committee to answer 
questions.
14.  ELECTION OF NOTARIES:
On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner Carter, moved that Teresa G. Boston, Virgil Burnette,
Sandra L. Danson, Jimmy Dixon, Kimberly Ebeling, Kyle D. Geer, Tambra S. Hankins, Pamala A. Harris, Dot Hensley, Patricia Jolley, Kevin D. Poore, Tad Proffitt, Jan M. Reed, Samantha Reid, Charlotte May Schmidt, Nathan Smith, Sheri C. Spigner, Sharon Tollett, Alice Treadway, Gail Vinson, and Kim Wattenbarger be elected as Notary Publics for the State of Tennessee.  
The motion to approve the notaries carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.
ANNOUNCEMENT; FIRST AND SECOND DISTRICT COMMUNITY MEETING:

Commissioner Hyder announced that First and Second District Commissioners and Board of Education Members would hold a Community Meeting with constituents at the Central Services Office on December 9, 2013.
