A quorum being present, the Cumberland County Commission Meeting was opened in due form of law and the following proceedings were had to wit:

 1.  MINUTES OF OCTOBER 15, 2012 MONTHLY CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION MEETING:
On motion of Commissioner Safdie, second by Commissioner Seiber, moved the minutes of the October 15, 2012 Monthly Commission Meeting be approved, treat same as read, made a matter of record, and filed.

The motion to approve the minutes of the October 15, 2012 Commission Meeting carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS: BIG SOUTH FORK VISITORS CENTER:
Mayor Carey made Commissioners aware that after meeting with the project architect and gaining approval from the Tennessee Department of Transportation (TDOT), the Big South Fork Visitors Center project was moving forward.  Finance Director Brock advised Board Members that bidding for construction of the project had been advertised in the Crossville Chronicle and two (2) other publications with a mandatory pre-bid conference set for November 29, 2012 and the bid opening date scheduled for December 18, 2012.
2.  RESOLUTION 11-2012-1-ACCEPTING THE CUMBERLAND COUNTY HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN:
On motion of Commissioner Hyder, second by Commissioner Safdie, moved to adopt resolution 11-2012-1.
Emergency Management Agency Director Keith Garrison attended the meeting to summarize the Hazard 
Mitigation Plan which he said began as a partnership between the County, the School System, the County Road 
Department, and the Cities of Crossville, Crab Orchard, and Pleasant Hill and was developed as a way to identify 
areas that are at risk during times of disaster and if adopted, the plan would allow the County to qualify for 
Hazard Mitigation Grants during and following the occurrence of natural disasters in the area.

The motion to adopt resolution 11-2012-1, accepting and adopting the Cumberland County Hazard Mitigation 

Plan and assigning maintenance coordination to the Crossville/Cumberland County Emergency Management 

Agency, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission. 
3.  RESOLUTION 11-2012-2-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, VETERANS SERVICES, 
     $2,500.00:
On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner Turner, moved to adopt resolution 11-2012-2.

The motion to adopt resolution 11-2012-2, a budget amendment resolution, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.

4.  RESOLUTION 11-2012-3-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, FIRE DEPARTMENT, 
     $12,000.00:
On motion of Commissioner Koester, second by Commissioner Sabine, moved to adopt resolution 11-2012-3.

Commissioner Roy Turner declared a conflict of interest before voting on the Fire Department communication equipment resolution.

The motion to adopt the Fire Department budget amendment resolution to replace a current repeater and reprogram existing mobile and portables devices carried with Commissioners Houston, Sabine, Hyder, Safdie, Hassler, Foster, Koester, McNeil, Allen, Carter, Turner, Brown, and Kinnunen voting in favor of resolution 11-2012-3.  Commissioners Presley, Seiber, Harvel, Rimmer, and Lynch voted against the adoption of resolution 11-2012-3.
5.  RESOLUTION 11-2012-4-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, FIRE DEPARTMENT, 
     $20,000.00:
On motion of Commissioner Koester, second by Commissioner Hyder, moved to adopt resolution 11-2012-4. 
Commenting that after being directed by the Commission to investigate the costs for an emergency communication paging system, Chairman Nancy Hyder stated the Emergency Services Committee had agreed that since a single site, paging only, wide band system cannot be added onto in the future, a multi site paging system would be more appropriate for the Fire Department.  Commissioner Lynch advised the Board that of the twenty thousand dollars ($20,000.00) requested in resolution 11-2012-4, twelve thousand seventeen dollars ($12,017.00) of that amount was budgeted for installation of a new paging system for the Ambulance Service, therefore his belief was not all of the $20,000.00 petitioned for in the General Fund budget amendment should be charged to the Fire Department budget. 
Once again Commissioner Roy Turner declared a conflict of interest before casting a vote on the Fire Department 
paging system resolution.

Commissioners Hyder, Foster, Koester, McNeil, Allen, Carter, Turner, Brown, and Kinnunen voted in favor of 
adopting resolution 11-2012-4. Commissioners Houston, Sabine, Safdie, Hassler, Presley, Seiber, Harvel, 

Rimmer, and Lynch voted against the adoption of resolution 11-2012-4.  Because of a tie vote the County Mayor, 
as Commission Chairman, was called upon to cast the deciding vote.  The motion carried when Mayor Carey 
voted to approve resolution 11-2012-4 allotting additional funding in the amount of $20,000.00 to provide a multi 
site paging system.  
6.  RESOLUTION 11-2012-5-AUTHORIZING A DONATION TO THE ART CIRCLE PUBLIC LIBRARY 

     FOUNDATION, INC., GENERAL FUND, LIBRARY, $101,261.92:
On motion of Commissioner Foster, second by Commissioner Safdie, moved to adopt resolution 11-2012-5. 

Commissioner Lynch asked County Attorney Boston if Cumberland County was legally in compliance with 

the terms of the wills bequeath requirements if the county donated the funds to a third party 501(c) for Control 
and Management.  Mr. Boston responded by stating that there were two way the county could proceed, given the 

provisions of the will and that resolution 11-2012-5 reflects one of the prescribed ways.
The motion to adopt resolution 11-2012-5, a budget amendment resolution approving the donation of $101,261.92 to the Art Circle Public Library Foundation, Inc. as requested by the Art Circle Public Library Board, carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.

COUNTY OFFICIAL REPORT:
The financial report given to the Board by Finance Director Brock detailed the dollar amounts the County has 
collected from property taxes, hotel/motel taxes, ambulance service fees, prisoner boarding, and sales and use 
taxes for the month of October 2012.

COUNTY ATTORNEY REPORT:

County Attorney Randal Boston informed Commissioners he had signed an order to close the Smith Mountain Solutions, LLC case and was currently working on a case in the Court of Appeals.

SPECIAL RECOGNITIONS:

Jeff Brown noted that Mr. J. Draper Keisling had provided in his last will and testament a donation in excess of $100,000.00 to the Art Circle Public Library Foundation, Inc. and Commissioner Brown expressed his appreciation on behalf of the Commission to the Keisling family for the endowment.

 7.  ELECTION OF NOTARIES:

On motion of Commissioner Seiber, second by Commissioner Harvel, moved that Ray Michael Brewster, Mary Beth Dorton, Donna Michelle Flynn, Brenda J. Frye, Charlotte A. Goodwin, Jennifer C. Hamby, Sharon Hassler,
Amanda Hayes, Cheryl J. Heckler, Adam Mahaney, Paula Martin, and Kimberly K. Proffitt be elected as Notary Publics for the State of Tennessee.
  
The motion to approve the notaries carried by a roll call vote of 18 ayes from the Commission.
