A quorum being present, the Cumberland County Commission Meeting was opened in due form of law and the following proceedings were had to wit:
 1.  MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 18, 2013 MONTHLY CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION MEETING:
On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner Rimmer, moved the minutes of the November 18, 2013 Commission Meeting be approved, treat same as read, made a matter of record, and filed.

The motion to approve the November 2013 Meeting Minutes carried by a roll vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present. 
COMMENTS:

Noting that because Commissioners were receiving numerous letters from the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints, Commissioner Harry Sabine stated he had asked Mark Wright, the Bishop from the Local Ward of the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints, to speak to the Board.  Bishop Wright explained to Board Members that his church was not affiliated or associated with the Fundamental Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints, the group responsible for sending the letters that Commissioners were receiving in their monthly agenda packets.  

Walt Hitch, a parent of a Cumberland County High School Cheerleader and a representative from the 2013-2014 CCHS Cheer Squad and Booster Club appeared before the Board seeking financial support from the County to help offset the cost for the cheerleading squad to compete in the National Cheerleading Competition in Orlando, Florida in February 2014.  Mayor Carey congratulated the CCHS Cheerleaders for qualifying to participate in a national sports competition and advised the group to attend the next Budget Committee Meeting to make a formal request for funds.

  2.  RESOLUTION 10-2013-5-TO ADD TOWNE CENTRE DRIVE TO THE OFFICIAL CUMBERLAND 
       COUNTY ROAD LIST:

On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner Presley, moved to adopt resolution 10-2013-5.

The motion to adopt resolution 10-2013-5, to approve the addition of Towne Centre Drive located in Fairfield Glade 
to the Official Road List, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.
 3.  RESOLUTION 12-2013-1-TO REQUEST SPONSORSHIP OF LEGISLATION TO AMEND TENNESSEE 

      CODE ANNOTATED (TCA) §67-4-801 TO EMPOWER COUNTIES TO LEVY AND COLLECT A BAIL 
      BOND TAX:
On motion of Commissioner Lynch, second by Commissioner Harvel, moved to adopt resolution 12-2013-1.

 4.  DEFER RESOLUTION 12-2013-1:
Commissioner Sabine asserted he was hesitant to support a resolution that asked State Legislators to sponsor an amendment to TCA without establishing the amount that counties could impose and collect upon bail bonds; therefore he moved to refer resolution 12-2013-1 to the Budget Committee for review at their next regularly scheduled meeting.  Commissioner Hyder seconded the motion.  Stating that since legislators would be filing new bills within the next few weeks and Cumberland County could benefit from an additional revenue source, Commissioner Lynch said he would not vote to postpone resolution 12-2013-1.

The motion to refer resolution 12-2013-1 to the Budget Committee failed with a roll call vote of 14 nays from the Commission present with Commissioners Sabine and Hyder voting aye.

The original motion to adopt resolution 12-2013-1, requesting State Legislators to sponsor and amend Tennessee Code Annotated to allow counties to impose and collect a Bail Bond Tax, carried with a roll call vote of 15 ayes from the Commission present with Commissioner Sabine voting no. 

 5.  RESOLUTION 12-2013-2-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, SHERIFF, $100.00:
On motion of Commissioner Foster, second by Commissioner Hassler, moved to adopt resolution 12-2013-2.

The motion to adopt resolution 12-2013-2, a budget amendment for a donation to the Sheriff’s canine program, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.
 6.  RESOLUTION 12-2013-3-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, LIBRARIES, $400.00:
On motion of Commissioner Foster, second by Commissioner Harvel, moved to adopt resolution 12-2013-3.

The motion to adopt resolution 12-2013-3, a budget amendment for a donation to benefit the Art Circle Public Library,  carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.

      $6,000.00:
On motion of Commissioner Presley, second by Commissioner Harvel, moved to adopt resolution 12-2013-5.

The motion to adopt resolution 12-2013-5, a budget amendment for improving and maintaining computer technology in the Circuit Court and General Sessions Court, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.

 9.  RESOLUTION 12-2013-6-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, COUNTY COMMISSION, $7,500.00:
On motion of Commissioner Carter, second by Commissioner Allen, moved to adopt resolution 12-2013-6.

The motion to adopt resolution 12-2013-6, a budget amendment for grant proceeds from the State of Tennessee Three Star Program, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.

10.  RESOLUTION 12-2013-7-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT, 

      $358,800.00:
On motion of Commissioner Rimmer, second by Commissioner Harvel, moved to adopt resolution 12-2013-7.

The motion to adopt resolution 12-2013-7, a budget amendment for a Community Development Block Grant to benefit the South Cumberland Water Utility District, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.
COUNTY OFFICIAL REPORTS:
Finance Director Nathan Brock gave his monthly revenue report to the Board that detailed the funds the County 
had collected in November 2013 from various taxes and fees and he stated that third party billing for emergency 

medical services became effective on this date.
COUNTY ATTORNEY REPORT:
Randal Boston informed Commissioners that progress was being made with the Renegade antenna situation, that a new lawsuit had been filed against the county by Yates Towing Service, and that a draft of the School Resource Officer (SRO) and/or School Security Officer (SSO) Interlocal Agreement was prepared and would be ready for review at the next Schools and Education Committee Meeting.  Mr. Boston went on to note he had met with Vince King from Spirit Broadband LLC to discuss service issues and also delinquent franchise fees owed to the County by the cable company.
EMERGENCY SERVICES COMMITTEE MEETING REPORT:
At their meeting held earlier in the evening, Chairperson Hyder reported that the Emergency Services Committee had directed Eric Ritzman, the P25 Radio System Administrator for Cumberland County, to meet with the County Attorney to discuss options for legal action against Kenwood Radio.

BUILDING AND GROUNDS COMMITTEE:
Commissioner Rimmer, Chairperson of the Building and Grounds Committee presented an update on the construction 

progress of the Crossville-Cumberland County Visitors Center, the Gateway to the Big South Fork and announced to 

the Board that the Chamber of Commerce has projected February 1, 2014 as the grand opening date for the center.
11.  ELECTION OF NOTARIES:
On motion of Commissioner Hyder, second by Commissioner Harvel, moved that Katelyn Atchley, Jill A. Barnwell, Mary L. H. Bickford, Sarah Cannon, Christy H. Dolinich, Jennifer R. Eramo, Tiffany S. Lyon, and Ashley DeRossett

be elected as Notary Publics for the State of Tennessee.  
The motion to approve the notaries carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.
