 1.  MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 21, 2011 MONTHLY CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION MEETING 

      AND MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 28, 2011 SPECIAL CALL SESSION OF THE BOARD OF 

      COMMISSIONERS:
On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner Presley, moved the minutes of the November 21, 2011 Commission Meeting and the minutes of the Special Call Commission Meeting on November 28, 2011 be 
approved, treat same as read, made a matter of record, and filed.

The motion to approve the minutes of the November 21, 2011 and November 28, 2011 Commission Meetings carried by a roll vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present.
 2.  RESOLUTION 12-2011-1-TO ACCEPT THE 2011 VERSION OF THE CUMBERLAND COUNTY ROAD 

      LIST: 

On motion of Commissioner Turner, second by Commissioner Harvel, moved to adopt resolution 12-2011-1.
The motion to approve resolution 12-2011-1, adopting the Official Cumberland County Road List for 2011 on the 
recommendation of the Environmental Committee, the Highway Department, and the Regional Planning 

Commission, carried by a roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present. 
 3.  RESOLUTION 12-2011-2- TO ESTABLISH REAPPORTIONMENT/REDISTRICTING PLAN FOR 
      CUMBERLAND COUNTY:  
On motion of Commissioner Harvel, second by Commissioner Hassler, moved to adopt resolution 12-2011-2. 

The motion to adopt resolution 12-2011-2, establishing a Redistricting/Reapportionment Plan which provides for 

the election of one (1) Board of Education Member from each of the nine districts as depicted on the official 

Redistricting map of Cumberland County, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission with 

Commissioner Lynch voting no and Commissioner Safdie absent. 
 4.  RESOLUTION 12-2011-3-TO ALLOW HUNTERS THE RIGHT TO HUNT WILD HOGS AND OTHER 
      GAME WITH DOGS AS CONTROLLED BY STATUE: 
On motion of Commissioner Seiber, second by Commissioner Hyder, moved to adopt resolution 12-2011-3.

Making Board Members aware that he had received a call from Roger Thackston, Vice President of Cumberland County Farm Bureau who had concurred with Al Wilson, who is the President of the Cumberland County Farm Bureau, Mayor Carey stated those gentlemen wanted the Commission to know that the Cumberland County Farm Bureau Board of Directors supported the passage of Resolution 12-2011-3 and their opinion was that ratification of the resolution would help farmers reduce crop damage and losses in Cumberland County.  

When asked by Commissioner Lynch for an explanation of the current hunting regulations, Mayor Carey called upon Kirk Miles who is the Region III Tennessee Wildlife Resources Agency (TWRA) Program Manager to clarify why a Private Act is needed before land owners could hunt their own properties with dogs without first obtaining permits.  Mr. Miles advised that since the Legislature had removed wild boar from big game status and placed in a nuisance category, if a Private Act is enacted then a landowner and his family could kill or trap wild hogs on their property year round outside of big game season without first obtaining a Wild Hog Methods Exemption Permit.

The motion to adopt resolution 12-2011-3, as written, requesting the House of Representatives to pass a Private Act to allow property-owners to employ any means necessary to protect their land from destruction by free running feral hogs and the freedom to hunt all wild game except restricted game in which dogs are forbidden to be used, carried by a roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present.
 5.  RESOLUTION 12-2011-4-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, $2,538.00 (COUNTY 
      COMMISSION):
On motion of Commissioner Presley, second by Commissioner Carter, moved to adopt resolution 12-2011-4.

The motion to adopt resolution 12-2011-4, a budget amendment resolution, carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission with Commissioner Lynch voting no and Commissioner Safdie absent.
 6.  RESOLUTION 12-2011-5-BUDGET AMENDMENT, GENERAL FUND, $80,000.00 (COUNTY 

      COMMISSION/COUNTY ATTORNEY):

The motion to adopt resolution 12-2011-6, authorizing the donation of two (2) motor vehicles no longer needed by 
the Sheriff’s Department to the Board of Education to be used for classroom instructional purposes, carried by a
roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present.
 8.  RESOLUTION 12-2011-7-AUTHORIZING THE CUMBERLAND COUNTY MAYOR AND THE SOLID 

      WASTE DIRECTOR TO PARTNER WITH ADVOCATES FOR THE UPPER CUMBERLAND, INC. IN 

      THEIR APPLICATION FOR A USDA SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT GRANT:

 9.  RESOLUTION 12-2011-8-TO REQUEST THE STATE OF TENNESSEE TO NOT TERMINATE THE 
      TAFT YOUTH DEVELOPMENT CENTER: 
On motion of Commissioner Foster, second by Commissioner McNeil, moved to adopt resolution 12-2011-8.

The motion to adopt resolution 12-2011-8, requesting the governing body for the State of Tennessee to not close the Taft Youth Development Center located in Pikeville, Tennessee, carried by a roll call vote of 15 ayes from the Commission with Commissioner Lynch passing on the vote, Commissioners Seiber present but not voting, and Commissioner Safdie absent.

COUNTY OFFICIAL REPORTS:

Mayor Carey made the Board aware that Stonepeak Ceramics, Inc. had accepted the PILOT (Payment-In-Lieu-Of-
Tax) Lease Agreement with the Industrial Development Board of Cumberland County and several Commission 
Members thanked the Mayor for his efforts in negotiating a good deal with the company on behalf of the County.
Finance Director, Nathan Brock presented his monthly financial report to the Commission detailing the pace of 
collections for sales and use taxes, property taxes, hotel/motel taxes, ambulance service fees, sanitation fund, and 

the General and School Funds.

The motion to approve the notaries carried by a roll call vote of 17 ayes from the Commission present.

EMERGENCY SERVICES COMMITTEE:
Chairman Nancy Hyder gave an Emergency Services Committee Report in which she informed the Commission 
three (3) communications radio antennas were down at the Campbell Junction, Turkey Blind, and Black Mountain 
locations and she also noted the Emergency Services Committee may soon prepare a resolution seeking an 
adjustment to the Ambulance Services Regulations in regard to keeping an older ambulance in service.  

BUILDING AND GROUNDS COMMITTEE:

Mike Harvel advised Commissioners the Building and Grounds Committee voted to allow the Fair Association to 
construct a storage building at the Community Complex with a contract to be prepared in the near future and 
presented to the full commission for consideration.
COMMENTS:

Joe Sherrill attended the meeting to keep the Commission up to date on Crab Orchard’s progress with the solid 
waste management process and the ordinances the City is considering in connection with SCP Investments, LLC 
plans to construct and operate a Class III Landfill in their limestone quarry located in Crab Orchard, Tennessee.
