 1.  MINUTES OF APRIL 18, 2011 QUARTERLY MONTHLY CUMBERLAND COUNTY COMMISSION

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The motion to appoint William Hess and Nancy Hyder to the Health and Safety Standards Board for terms to 

expire on May 15, 2013, Jack Jamieson for a term to expire May 15, 2014, along with appointments of John 
Kinnunen and Fred Robison to the Board for terms to expire on May 15, 2015, carried with Commissioners 

Houston, Sabine, Foster, McNeil, Carter, Turner, Brown, Rimmer, Cramer, and Lynch voting to adopt 

resolution 05-2011-3.  Commissioners Safdie, Hassler, Presley, Allen, and Harvel voted against adopting 

resolution 05-2011-3 while Commissioner Hyder abstained from the vote.  Commissioners Koester and Seiber 

were absent from the meeting.

DELINQUENT TAX COMMITTEE REPORT AND EMERGENCY SERVICES COMMITTEE REPORT:

Nancy Hyder, Chairperson for both the Delinquent Tax Committee and the Emergency Services Committee 
informed Commissioners that the Delinquent Tax Committee had sold three (3) parcels of property at their 

meeting held earlier in the evening and also that Mr. John Wilson from Talcon Auctioning Company was 

present at the meeting to offer his advertising and auction skills to assist the Committee with delinquent tax 

property sales.  Chairman Hyder further stated the Emergency Services Committee was still experiencing 
trouble finding a permanent site to place the emergency communications system antenna that is now positioned 
on a water tower at Renegade Mountain.
REGIONAL PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING REPORT: 
Regional Planning Commission Board Member, Commissioner Clyde Cramer, advised Commissioners that the 

State of Tennessee was suspending the services of State Planners and Advisors to local Planning Commissions.
SCHOOLS AND EDUCATION COMMITTEE REPORT:
Robert Safdie, Chairman of the Schools and Education Committee reported that at their last committee meeting 

Board of Education Chairman Dan Schlafer had provide the committee with information about the new tenure 
law for teachers and that Director of Schools Aarona VanWinkle and the committee discussed the Fox Formula 
and the Basic Education Program (BEP) allocation for Cumberland County.

Cumberland County Finance Director, Nathan Brock gave commissioners a more positive progress report about 

the collections of property taxes, hotel/motel taxes, sales and use tax, Hall Income Taxes, and ambulance 

service fees for the month of April 2011.

Commissioner Roy Turner thanked all the Cumberland County residents who participated in the Cardio 

Pulmonary Resuscitation (CPR) and Automated External Defibrillators (AED) training program initiated by the 
Ambulance Service. 
13.  ELECTION OF NOTARIES:

On motion of Commissioner Presley, second by Commissioner Cramer, moved that Patricia A. Austin, Kristina Clark, Jennifer P. Doran, Leona E. Hampton, Karen E. Howard, Virgilene T. Lotze, Paula J. Navarro, and Pam Spencer are elected as Notary Publics for the State of Tennessee.







The motion to approve the notaries carried by a roll call vote of 16 ayes from the Commission present.
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STATEMENTS-DR. BARRY WAGNER, CUMBERLAND MEDICAL CENTER CEO:
At the invitation of the Commission, Cumberland Medical Center’s Chief Executive Officer, Dr. Barry Wagner, spoke to and assured Commissioners that the medical center was not in danger of closing nor was the hospital bankrupt or for sale. Dr. Wagner did point out that the medical center was interested in exploring joint ventures with other entities in the future but that the goal of the Cumberland Medical Center Board of Directors was for the hospital to remain independent.

14.  STATE OF TENNESSEE, OFFICE OF STATE AND LOCAL FINANCE:
On April 25, 2011, Mayor Carey received a letter from the Comptroller of the Treasury advising him of the supporting documents needed when Capital Outlay Notes are submitted to the State for official budget approval.

On motion of Commissioner Lynch, second by Commissioner Sabine, moved to note in the May 2011 Commission Meeting Minutes that all Board Members had received a copy of the Mayor’s letter and a Note Form from Ms. Mary-Margaret Collier, the Director of State and Local Finance for the State of Tennessee.  

The motion acknowledging receiving a copy of the letter and an example of a three year Capital Outlay Note form from the Office of State and Local Finance carried by a unanimous vote from the Commission present.
